The city council of the oils of. I'ol-

Villf. state of Washington, do ordain R«
folfow s:

Section 1. The word "vehicle" M Mcd
In this ordinance, includes equestrians,
lad horses or other animals, and every-
thing on wheels and runners, except
baby carriages. The term "raotoi
which•" include* all Vehicles or ma-
chines propelled by any power othei
thnn muscular, used upon the public
highways of the city of I'olville, fin
Ihe li'unspoi tation of persons, freight,
produce, or any •\u25a0ommodlty, except
traction enrfnea temporarily upon the
publla highway, road rollers or road
making machines. The term "motoi
truck" shall menu any motor voilicle
designed or used fo rthe transportation
of commodities, merchandise, produce,
freighl or animals. The word "trailer"
shall mean any vehicle which is nt-

tached to a motor vehicle for the pur
pose of being drawn or propelled by
such motor vehicle. The term "public
highway" n.s used in this ordinance,
shall include any highway, public
street, 11 venue, alley, driveway, boule-
vard, or any other place built, mipport-
ed, maintained, controlled or used by
the public ns a highway for the trans-
portation of persons or freight, or u^
a place of travel or communication be-
tween diff.ront localities within na id
city.

Section U. It shall be the duty of
every person operating; a vehicle on tho
public highway.* of the city of CotvUle,
to operate the name in a careful and
prudent manner. It shall be unlawful
for any person to operate or move any
vehicle at a late of speed faster than
twenty miles per hour, or, over or across
any street intersection or within 100
yards of any HChoolhouse on school days
between 8:00 o'clock in the morning anil
5:00 in the evening, or within the main
thickly settled or business portions of
the city of Colville, at a rate of *pend
faster than twelve miles per hour; or
in any case, at a rate of npf-ed that will
endanger the property of another, or
the life or limb of any person.

Hection 3. No person shall operate,
and no motor vehicle shall be operated
or driven, on any street, avenue, alley
or highway of the city of Colville. with-
out fli-Kt having compiled with the rtato
law concerning licenses and license
numbe-r plates.

Section I. No vehicle shall emerge
from in alley, stable or garage ot n
«ieater speed than five mile.s an hour,
nor without warning having first been
given of its entry into the »treet by the
rintflntf of a bell, the blowing of n. horn,
or other proper Kignallng.

Section 6. Every motor vehicle driv-
en or operated on the public highways
of Cnlvllle, Washington, Khali be equip-
ped with two nets of Independently np-
erati'd brakes, either of which Khali On
sufficient to control the vehicle at nil
Union provided, that motorcycled »liall
only be required to have one brake
