During the early part of the
month the county agent and your

secretary visited the communities
surrounding Wellpinit, Clayton, Loon
Lake, Springdale and Orin. On
every hand one see:, a lack of that

whole-hearted interest in farm prob-
lems which we feel every farmer

should show under the present con-
ditions. If the farmers do not solve
their own problems who will? Many
are acting too much on the plan of
sitting back and "letting John do it."
I sometimes think that the farmer's
condition is not yet half hard
enough; that nothing short of a
calamity will force him to see the

necessity of cooperative movement
to better the farming industry. He
readily agrees with you that all

other industries are highly organ-

ized, but seems lukewarm when you

approach him on the subject of a
farmers' organization and the sup-
port which such a movement deserves
and must have if it is to accomplish
anything worth while.

The farm bureau people have no
secrets. Their work is open and
above board. They are noi. asking
anything unreasonable. They want
to see their industry placed on a
par with other lines of effort. They
want and deserve a larger share of
the consumer's dollar, and they also
want the consumer to have a larger
portion for his dollar.

To bring about such a condition
of things will require the solution
of some very great problems—such
as production, marketing, transporta-
tion, legislation, education. Some of
these problems will not be solved in
one year or two, perhaps not even
in five years, but they are problems
which the farmers as a body will
have to solve.

The time is here when fanners
can no longer continue with their
invested capital in producing crops
the returns on which do not pay the
cost of production, to say nothing
of taxes and a living wage.

Headquarters of the National
Farm Bureau are at Chicago, where
a personnel of 167 workers is re-
quired to carry out the various lines
of endeavor. A legislative service
office is maintained in the Munsey
Building, Washington, D. C. Besides
the genenl offices, there are eight
specialized departments and a num-
ber of standing committees. Heading
each of these departments is the
best specialist money can buy.

Before the American Farm Bureau
Federation submitted a legislative
program to congress a questionnaire
was sent to the entire membership
to see what they thought about all
the questions likely to come up. In
this way the farmers got what they
wanted—not what somebody else
thought they ought to have. Their
"yes" and "no" votes determined the
policies. It is this sort of evidence
and data which is presented by the
Farm Bureau's Washington represen-
tative to the agricultural bloc, which,
by the way, was organized in the
office of the American Farm Bureau
Federation.

have had more legislation Uneficial
to the farming industry than during

all the previous fifty years. It is

indeed gratifying to have such able
men as Senator Capper and other
members of the farm bloc working in

the interests of better agricultural
conditions. In the last issue of
Capper's Weekly he has this to say

relative to farming conditions:
"I know of nothing which will

contribute more to the general wel-
fare and prosperity than a well-
financed agricultural industry which
is on an equal marketing footing

with the distributing agencies and
will have a voice in fixing the prices

of its product. At present the far-

mer buys at a price fixed by the
seller and sells at a price fixed by

the buyer. All he is asking is to be
put in a position where he shall have
something to say about the price of
what he sells. If it is worth while
to have efficient and sound agricul-

tural industry, it is worth while to

do that much for him."

To market this year's potato crop

so that the producer will realize a
profit is going to be a hard propo-
sition. The big shippers are all in

the game this time—Maine, Michi-
gan, Wisconsin, and Minnesota, east
of the mountains, and Washington,

Idaho, Montana and Colorado west of
the Rockies. Even North and South
Dakota are asking admission to the
big shippers group. Idaho alone has
only 10,000 cars of spuds this year.

Last year we raised and got away

with a 375,000,000-bushel crop of
Irish potatoes. That means that we
ate, planted, peeled away or wasted
four bushels for every person in

the country. This year we have on

hand, according to the latest gov-

ernment reports, better than 55,000,-
--000 bushels more than last year.

What shall we do with them? To
tell a man how to make money in a
situation such as the potato grow-

ers are facing this season calls to*
a brand of in ormation that I do
not possess. Unless a lot of pota-
toes freeze this fall or rot this
winter, potatoes will be cheap next
spring. That's certain. With over
50,000,000 bushels more than usual
to market, and these bunched up in

the northern and western groups of
statos, a carry-over beyond the
usual volume must follow, and this
carry-over must move out and be
consumed before next June. If I
could get the cost of production out
of my potato crop this fall, I'd sell.
Then I would be out nothing even
if prices advance, and be safe if
prices go to pieces.

Potato marketir. o is a new job
for the farmer. Outside of a few
scattered men and associations he
never has marketed his potatoes.
He has (lumped thorn, good ones, bad
ones, and a little bit of the field
into the bargain. With high freight
rates, low general market, slow de-
mand, the farmer absolutely can-
not affoid to sell ungraded stuff—
and that's what he inclines to do.
Figure it out for yourself: A 600-

--bushel car of combined potatoes and
culls—soo bushels of fine stuff and
100 bushels of second growth, scab,
undersize and a touch of rot to

boot. One bushel in six of a sort

that the consumer will not use, and
would not buy on a bet if sorted out
and offered apart from the good.
Take another car, 500 bushels of
well-selected, up to U. S. No. 1
grade stuff, sacked and branded.
Which will sell on the market?
"Both," you say. That depends. If
there is a market demand at the
time and place where the bum car
arrives it will sell perhaps for
enough to pay the freight. But the
good car will always sell, for thei'e
is always a market for well-graded
stuff. Between the poor and good
stuff there is always a spread of
ten to fifty cents per hundredweight.
This spread may mean a profit or
a loss on your car of potatoes.

When we talk quality in potatoes
or other market produce we are talk-
ing about that for which the con-
sumer is willing to pay. And if
you want to know what to ship and
are somewhat in doubt, call in your

wife for consultation. Take a run
sample sack, pour it out on the table
or the floor, then ask her to pick
out the potatoes she would pay a
dollar a bushel for if she were buy-
ing for the kitchen. Then grade to
that standard, and while you may

have trouble enough with your po-
tatoes before the season is over,
the quality of your shipment won't
be questioned. Grade up. Keep the
culls at home for the stock. Boil
them for pigs, cows and chickens.
Four hundred and fifty pounds of
boiled spuds are equal in feeding
value to one hundred pounds of
corn meal. Figure out on this basis
what your cull spuds are worth in
feeding value.

Post office Will Exchange
the War Savings Stamps
During the war the government

offered war savings stamps, paying
4.27% as a method of saving for
people of small means. Since the
war, and to take the place of war
savings stamps, the government of-
fered treasury saving certificates in
denominations of $25, $100 and $1000,
now sold to investors at $20.50, $82
and $820, respectively. They pay
47c if held until maturity, five years

from the date of issue About $625,-
--000,000 of war savings stamps, series
of 1918, become due January 1, 1923,
and the government now offers tt
issue treasury savings certificates in
exchange for them, affording the
owners an opportunity to continue
a safe investment with good inter-
est
