Was a Busy, Busy Man

WASHINGTON, D. C, March 29.—
Does a telegraph operator at a rail-
road station in a -town of 2,000 have
much to do? Well, Congressman Mur-
phy, held such a posi-
tion before he became a lawyer and
he told the house that this is how he
put in his time:
