ernment must foster gold and other
mining, coal and oil development
and similar industries in Alaska
along the line of the new railway it
that investment in government own-
ership is to he made to pay divi-
dends, or even be self supporting.

At the present time mining In
Alaska is at a low ebb. Th«l is
equally true of practically all kinds

of mining. Hold miners say that the
cost of commodities has advanced
while the price of gold has stood
still and that In corfsequeuce the
cost of mining has become too
great to continue. There have been
large quantities of coppcf mined in
Alaska, but the present copper mar-
ket is flat and copper mines all

over the world are shut down or

working part time.

Coal ruining in Alaska is still un-
developed.

railway on the Matanuska river, and
the railway management is employ-
ing 110 men getting out coal in the

Eska fields in the same district.
