BEEF FOX THE SOLDIERS.
Canned Hoast Beet Will Re Sent to

the Philippines.
Washington, April 20.—War depart-

ment officials have been compelled to re-
sort to the use of canned roast beef for
the subsistence of the army in the Phil-
ippines. This is due to the fact that it
is absolutely essential that the soldiers
shall be served with fresh meat and be-cause of the impossibility of providing
refrigerator beef or cattle on the hoof
under existing conditions. When the
bulk of the army was located at the sea-
shore and at easily accessible points
there was no difficulty in providing them
with fresb meats, but conditions have
changed and the army is scattered
among 160 points in various parts of
the archipelago, a great many of them
at considerable distance from the near-
est shipping point. There are no cattle
available and the refrigerated beef whichhas heretofore formed the principal basis
of subsistence for the troops can not be
preserved in good condition long enough
to reach many of the inland posts.

Consequently it became necessary to
look for some suitable substitute, and
the American canned roast beef was the
only thing found to meet the require-
ments.

The suggestions for its use came orig-
inally from the subsistence officers in
the Philippines and the chief commis-
sary officer at Manila recently cabled a
requisition for an immediate delivery of
about 100,000 cans of roast beef and
subsequent deliveries at the rate of
about 50,000 cans a month. Acting
Commissary General Webster presented
the matter to the secretary of war with
a strong endorsement of the proposi-
tion. As a measure of extreme caution,
however, Secretary Root decided to get
a personal opinion from Major General
Otis before taking final action. A cable
message of inquiry was forwarded at
once aud General Otis" reply was re-
ceived today. Its text was not made
public, but its general character may be
clearly inferred from the fact that in-
structions have been sent to Colonel
Alexander, the commissary officer at
Chicago, to arrange for the immediate
dispatch of a large quantity of roast
beef to San Francisco for shipment to
Manila by the first available steamer.
Special precautions will be taken to se-
cure the best quality of beef and to in-
sure its proper care and preservation at
all stages of its long journey to the
Philippines.

IF THEY WOULD.

Great Bonoflts Would Come From
Following Competent Authority.

Though not addicted to cast iron
pledges;, the thought frequently comes
to us that it would be a very good
thing for some nine-tentlis of the poul-
try keepers of America if for one year
they would rigidly adhere to a resolu-
tion to be guided in everything per-
taining to their poultry by competent
authority. Saying this, we do not for-
get that authorities are at odds on
Homo points. (As authorities are plain,
fallible men and women, it would be
passing strange if they were not.) So
far as the purpose of adherence to this
resolution goes, it would make no dif-
ference if in following his chosen au-
thority the poultry keeper made some
minor mistakes. What he would avoid,
which is of far greater importance, is
the costly blunders which beginners
in»ke through diregard of advice on
points upon which authorities are vir-
tually agreed.

To illustrate: Is there any, difference
of opinion among those whose opinions
are entitled to consideration as to the
advisability of doctoring sick fowls?
We say -doctoring sick fowls—i. c., giv-
ing continuous treatment calling for a
great deal of time and a great many
drugs to fowls which had been neg-
lected until disease had become estab-
lished or which had shown that they
lacked recuperative power and could
not throw oil mild disorders when giv-
en the proper simple remedies when
disorders first manifested themselves.
As far as we know, there are not two
qualified opinions about the foolishness
of doctoring. Those who, knowing bet-
ter, continue to physic sick fowls, will
admit that they are influenced more by
sentiment than by sense, and they do
not advise others to follow tlieir ex-
ample.

Another point upon which opinions
do not differ is this: It is better
to breed from the best specimens, by
whatever standard quality is determin-
ed, than from the best and some infe-
rior ones and that it does not pay for a
breeder with a purpose to plod along
two or throe years behind those ani-
mated by a similar purpose, "grading
up" inferior stock. The man who does
this is-on the wrong track.

Aud, as a last illustration, we have
never yet heard of a poultry keeper of
12 months' experience who would not
decidedly advise against beginning a
poultry business, building houses, etc.,
in the late fall or early winter; yet this
year numerous cases have come to no-
tice of persons about to engage in poul-
try keeping making desperate efforts
frnm a start made after Nov. 1 to get
things in running order before winter
closed in. Some of these persons could
hardly be .expected to know better be-
fore being told; others certain!y did
know better, but thought they would
take the chances. Not one could be
persuaded! that it would be better to
w;ut until next season,* start early and
start right

So illustrations might" "-be multiplied
indefinitely. These are enough. We
urge poultry keepers wlio know what
they, ought to do to try doing it for a
year and those who dc<n't know to be
guided by those who do for the same
length of time. If they willdo this for
one year, there is little danger of their
lapsing from the wise course after-
ward.—Fa mi I'oußtry.

NOT UNTIL OCTOBER.

Opened Until Then.
Colville Keservation Cannot Be

Republic, Wash., April 20— Yesterday
W. C. Morris gent a dispatch, largely
signed by the prominent business men
and citizens in general, to Congressman
Cushman, asking that the Washington
delegation in both branches of congress
use their utmost endeavors to have a
resolution passed authorizing the im-
mediate opening of the north half of the
reservation to agricultural settlers.

Today the following reply was received:
"Washington, April 20.—T0 Hon. W. C.Morria, Republic, Wash.: The proclamation

has been signed. The law prevents an earlierdate of settlement than six mouths. This is
in accord with volume 30, United States stat-
utes, act of July 2. 1898.

"Francis; W. Cishman."
This newais a great disappoinment to

the people here, who hoped that congress
would take some action looking to the
immediate opening of the reserration.
The time for settlement is so late in the
season that settlers will be unable to
prepare for putting in a crop next year.

Victoria, B. C, April 22.-Considerable
alarm is expressed in Australia lest the
bubonic plague be spread by the rabbits,
and a commission has been appointed
to investigate the possibility of rabbits,
like rats, carrying the dread disease. A
report that rabbits had introduced the
plague in northern Victoria caused a
panic in that colony.

Afraid of Rabbits.

With no inborn literary facility,with
an inborn artistic conscience that drove
him on in untiring pursuit of perfec-
tion, Balzac filled the vast chasm be-
tween his thought and its expression
with countless pen strokes and by
methods of composition all his own,
the exact reverse of those of Dumas,
writing at white heat, never rewriting,
or of Hugo, who said, "Iknow not the
art of soldering a beauty in the place
of a defect, and I correct myself in an-
other work."

Bnlznc a Terror to Printers.

Balzac began with a short and
sketchy and slipshod skelet#n, making
no attempt toward sequence or style,
and sent it, with all its errors, to the
printer. Proofs were returned to him
in small sections pasted in the center
of huge sheets, around whose wide bor-
ders soon shot from the central text
rockets aud squibs of the author's ad-
ditions and corrections flred by his in-
furiated fist. The new proofs came
back on similar sheets, to be returned
to the printer again like the web and
tracks of a tipsy spider. This was re-
peated a dozen or, it is said, a score of
times, always with amplifications, until
his typesetters became palsied luna-
tics. He overheard one of them as he
entered the oilice one day say: "I've
done my hour of Balzac. Who takes
him next?" Typesetter, publisher, au-
thor, were put out of misery only when
the last proof came in, at its foot the
magic "Bon a tirer."—Scribner's.
