A Great Deal of it Being Shipped
to the East

The surprising statement was made a |

The designation of *“Washington
white wheat” is a common one and is
applied indiscriminately to the Oregon,
Washington and Idaho produet to dis-

tinguish it from the red wheat of the |

The announcement that a million
busheis of Washington wheat was held

local grain buyers, but that this amount

o | Was owned by one firm or oune operator

was an astonishing revelation, and the
inference is drawn that eastern wheat
buyers have purchased far more beavily
of the Washington product than had
been believed. The amount of wheat
raised in the country tribucary to thais
port which has gone east couid not be

| definitely estimuted, but it is probably

far in excess of a million bushels.
Tte plan has been advanced by a New

| York wheat buyer to purchase in the
I Washington market for shipment to the

Atlantic seaboard. Plans for the opera-
tions of the New York buyer have not
yet been folly matured, but, unless
wheat advances sharply it is probable
be will enter the market. Coast export-
ers could, if charter rates go down,
easily drive the easterners out of the

| market, but with stiff charter rates pre.

vailing they could not bid against the
figure he propoees to offer.

It is proposed to purchase Washing-
ton wheat and ship it to Duluth. The
wieat would be held in 8torage at that
point and shipped, when lake navigation
opens, by a water route to the Aulantic
seaboaid, The heavy railroad charges
from the head of the lakes to New York
could be avoided in this manner, and it
is believed the scheme is feasible.

There is a prospecet, local grain dealers
believe, of better prices on the coast
which will prevent farther operation of
Eastern buyers in this market, Charter
rates have shown au inclination to
wenken and have dropped several points.
This is certain to result in bringing a
number of veseels here, seeking and to
afford exporters an opportunity to make
the charters they desire, Wheat under
such eircuwstances, would begin to
move mofe freely.

[f charters weaken and earriers become
more plentiful 2 corresponding increase
in the prices paid to the growers is cer-
tain. An advance of 5 cents, it is be-
lieved, wouid effectually bar eastern ex-
porters, especially as the eastern mar-
ket is not active at present. The loeal
marxket, though, shows little incication
of advancing.

It is estimated that there are mearly
two and a balf million bushels of wheat
in store at Tacoma. This includes
about 500 cars standing on the tracks
in the loecal yards. This pumber was in-
creased somewhat by yvesterday’s re-
ceipts, and the shipments to this point
are increasing, but the condition of the
wmarket and charter rates do not indi-
cate any heavy shipments for some time.
