An Ordinance declaring certain things when
existing within the City of Colfax to be
nuisances, and providing against their
construction or maintenance.

The city council of the city of Colfax do
ordain as follows :

Sec. 1. That every privy, privy vault, com-
mode, water closet, cess pool, hink, or any
other receptacle whatsoever of human excre-
ment or liquid slop, within the limits of this
city, which shall be overflowing, full, leaking,
stinking, tiithy, offensive or in any state or
condition which may annoy, injure or
endanger tho comfort, repose, health or safety
of any person, shall be and is hereby declared
a nuisance.

Ordinance* No iJ42.

Sec. 2. That every water closet, privy or
sink constructed and used in any dwelling
house or building within thin city, and not
connected with a sewer where one has been
constructed adjacent or approximate thereto
in the street or alley upon which such pro-
perty abuts, shall be and is hereby declared a
nuisance.

Sec. 3. That every person who constructs
or maintains any of the things that are in this
ordinance declared to be nuisances shall be
guiltyof a niisdeameanor, and shall be punished
therefore by a tine not exceeding (S2O) twenty
dollars, or by imprisonment in the city jail
for a period not exceeding five days, or by both
such fine and imprisonment.

Sec. 4. Th.it the city marshal be and is
hereby authorized to abate any of the things
herein declared to be nuisances.

Sec. 5. That thisordinance shall take effect
and be in force from and after the sixth day
after its publication as by law required.

slops that may be thrown or deposited in any
siuk or water closet used in connection with
such property, under penalty that in ca«e of a
failure so to do this city will make such con-
nection and assess the cwt thereof against such
property and enforce the collection thereof.

Sec 2. That this ordinance shall take effect
and be in force from and aft°r the sixth day
after its publication as by law required.
