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| AN 1T, SAYS TURNBR.

Most Pompous Display of Personal
Ambition Eyer Witnessed by
A Qolfax Audience,

Senator George Turner,the millionaire
mineowner and autocrat of Spolfane,ad-
dressed an audience at The Ridgeway
Wednesday evening. The democrats
secured the theater because they imag-
ined that the court house would not hold
the crowd that wanted to attend. In
this they found themselves very greatly
mistaken. In spite of the facts that the
band furnished mueic on the streets and
in front of the theater; that the demo-
cratic committee exploded giant fire-
crackers and the saloons burned red
lights, giving Main street the appearance
of a deserted “Midway’’ at some of the
famous expositions, there was no im-
mense throng to greet the distinguished
gentleman. The theater was a little
more than half filled with people and
the reception tendered the senator when
he appeared upon the stage was a Kloo-
dike frost in July—colder than the icy
knob on the north pole. The audience
could not be enthused,and the only mark
of appreciation apparent was discovered
when the speaker mentioned the names
of these two great republicans, Presi-
dent Theodore Roosevelt and Governor
Henry MecBride. _

William Goodyear did the honors of
the occasion and introduced Senator
Turner as the great, good and patriotic
representative of the people. Goodyear,
in very good taste, omitted trying to
make a speech, leaving that for the dis
tinguished gentleman. ;

Senator Turner prefaced his remarks
by saying that he was in somewhat of a
disheveled condition, both in body and
mind, having just emerged from a rail-
road wreck at Riparia. “I feel,” said
the senator, “somewhat shaken up.
After this apology be launched into the
discussion of the issues of the campaign
from a democratic standpoint. :

It is remarkable, indeed, that so dis-
tinguished a personage as the Hon.
George Turper should have made the
speech he did. It was remarkable in
more ways than one. The idea tha@ he
should try to foistjupon the republican
party of Washington the responsibility
of the pamic and resultant hard times,
in face of the fact that the national gov-
ernment was under democratic control
absolutely ! It doesn’t require any great
memory to know that Washington was
one of the last states in the union to
succumb to the effects of democratic free
trade,and one of the last to fall a prey
to populistic rule. No one appreciates
this fact more than Senator Turner and
no one tries harder to purge the demo.
cratic party of its guilt. The senator’s
speech from beginning to end was a
pompous and proud declaration of his
own personal worth and a series of gross
misrepresentations regarding the true
condition of affairs.

Mr. Turner said that the constitution
of the state provided that the legislat-
ure shor™™ !4g alaw regulating the con-
dueti-uat the Yroads within the state

to “pass a raiignly attempt ever made
made by the . .

1897, and that the republicans in that
legislature defeated the measure. Mr.
Turner claime great credit to himself for
the attempt to “pass a commission bill.”
It is & most notorious fact that both
houses of the legislature in 1897 were
populist. The distinguished senator also
remembers—although he was shrewd
enough not to tell it—that there never
was & “railway commission bill”’ before
the Washington legislature. The bill to
which Mr. Turner referred as “a commis-
sion bili” was the *“‘maximum freight
rate bill,” which was to carry a redue-
tion in freight rates of from $4.75 per
ton te $3.50 per ton, or a net reduction
of $1.25 per ton. This bill was passed
by the house and had the support of the
republicans in that body. When it went
to the senate it was defeated. That de-
feat was not due to the republicans vot-
ing against it, but was due to the demo-
cratic members of the senate who held
the balance of power in that body. Sen-
ator Turner admitted this but did not
dwell upon the reason why the demo-
cratic senators voted against the meas-
ure. Turner claims great credit for that
bill, when in fact it was Turner’s own
men who voted against the bill in the
senate, under the direct orders of George
Turner. The distinguished gentleman
at that time was pretending to be a
friend of Gov. Rogers and the freight
rate bill. At the same time the senator
held in his own hand the balance of
power that was able to either pass or de-
feat that measure. It was defeated. The
spectacle of George Turner attempting
at this time to say that he was a true
friend of the people, when he was notori-
ous at that time as their most deadly
enemy, is presumption beyond compari-
son! The above statemeut is warranted
by fact. A check of the vote upon that
bill by roll call in the senate, develops
the fact that Turper lieutenants cast a
vote against the measure in numbers
sufficient to defeat it. The reason for
that action is readily recognized. It
was simply a smooth political trick ac—
complished by George Turner to make
himself pat with the corporations. He
succeeded.

Senator Turner didn’t tell his hearers
anything about an “anti-pass law.” The
reason for that is also very apparent.
The democrats do not want an anti-pass
law. If such a bill is introduced, Sena-
tor Turner will use his efforts to defeat
it. Perhaps he will not do this openly,
but he will do it quietly. That is the
way he works—that has been his history.

Senator Turner dwelt at length upon
the fact that HE, HIMSELF, had been
nominated by the democratic party for
United States senator, and that HE
would be profoundly gratified if the peo- |
ple of Whitman county would send a
democratic delegation to the legislature

tleman folded hie arms and swelled him-
self up like a big blow-snake when he

MYSELF.” The senator said that if
the democrats did not gain control of
the legislature it was quite hkel_y’ that
the republicans would ‘‘deadlock” that
body in their effort to elect a senator.
Mr. Turuer, however, failed to mention
the fact that when he was a republican
he “deadlocked” the legislature at one
time and prevented the election of John
B. Allen, the unanimous choice of the
people for that position. It is well for
Mr. Turner that he does forget some
things. But the people have not for-
gotten.
