TAXES ALMOST DUE.

County Treasurer’'s Notice of Taxes
for the Year 19083.

The tax rolls of Whitman county are now
in my hands for the collection of taxes for the
year 1902, Said taxes cannot be pa d or re-
ceipted for, however, until the first Monday
of February (February 2, 1903)

All taxes, both personal and real, become
due op the first Monday of February next
succeeding the date of levy.

Notice of persocnal property taxes will he
mailed on the date on which they become due,
and all personal property taxes wiil become
delinquent 30 days after the date of such no-
tice and will then draw interest at the rate of
15 per cent until paid. Personal property tax
must be paid in full and 10 one payment.

The session law of 1899 makes it my duty
to coliect personal property tax by destraint
if not paid in 30 days’ notice, and in all such
cases there will be an additional cost for mile
age, etc. Sec. 7 page 285, laws 1899,

Realty property taxes for the year 1902 will
become del'nquent Jfune 1st, 1973 and will
then bear interest at the rate of 15 per cent
per annum until paid.

A rebate of 3 per cent will be aliowed on
all realty property taxes, for the year 1902, if
paid in full in one payment before March 15th.,
1903.

When one-half of realty taxes are paid on
any piece of property before Junme 1 of the
year in which they becoms due the remaining
one-half wiil not become delinquent or be sub-
ject to interest until after November 30ch,
next following.

If the last half becomes delinquent interest
will be charged from Juue 1st preceeding.

It will be the duty of the county treasurer
to issue certificates of delinquency, to any
person who may apply therefor, on any reaity
property that may become delinquent,

A tax lien covered by a certificate of de-
lirquency may be foreclosed at any time afrer
the expiration of three years from the original
date of delinquency.

To those who desire a statement of their
realty property taxes so the same may be paid
by mail I would suggest that they make ap-
plication for such statement soon after the
taxes become due and thus avoid delays, as
there are always a large number who wait un-
til nearly the last day and thea expect a
statement by return mail, which they canunot
possibly get, as the treasurer’s force will be
busy with the rush of peopie who come in
person to ray taxes before delinquency.

Always give an accurate description of all
your realty property when you request
statement of taxes or when you come to pay
taxes; if farm property, give number of sec
tion, township and range and subdivision of
gection; if town property give number of lot
aind block and name of addition if in an ad-
dition.

All realty property is assessed by descrip-
tions and the treasurer’s otlice has no way of
locating any property unless the desciiption
be given, Otherwise you carnot expect an
accurate statement.

I dssire to further suggest that all who come
in person to pay taxes or get a statement
bring & complete list of their property and
not trust to memory

WILL ENTER A CAUCLS|

King County Tiring of Preston
and His Leadership.

Preston Supporters Will Not Con-
tinue Deadlock Unless He
Develops More Strength,

Oiympia, Jan. 26.—The strength of
Harold Preston as a senatorial candi-
date will be tested ina republican caucus
to be held here not later than Saturday.
The Preston-McBride-Wilson combina-
tion has for the past two weeks fought
against a caucus, but has only deferred
the inevitable, and tonight Preston was
served with a notice from seven senators
of his own delegation that they would
2o into caucus not later than 8 o’clock
Saturday night. They coupled this no-
tice with the statement that they ex-
pected to support him in the eaucus,
and be then asked them to sign an agree-
ment refusing to vote for Ankeny at any
time during the legislative session. This
request was refused,

Au attempt wase also made to recure
signatures to a similar agreement from
the other members of tbhe King county
delegation. All of them refused to sign
it, and at midright a paper is being
rigned by others of the Kiog county
delegation notifying Preston that they
aleo will enter a caucus Saturday night,
for the purpose of settlicg the senatorial
question. This paper has received 13
signatures, including some of the sena-
tors who persoually notified Preston of
their intention to eign a esucus call.

This long-expected break in the King
county ranks 1s the beginping of the end,
and was forced by fears of the King
county men that when the Wilson break-
up occurs Wednesday, Ankeny may be
elected without any assistance from the
big county which has heretofore domin
sted polities in the state. A contribut-
ing factor to the break was the utter im-
possibility of the Preston-Wilson-Me-
Bride combination to show strength
sufficient to elect

Many of tke King county men are
chafing under the dely to which they are
being subjected, as it is daily becoming
more apparent that Ankeny’s election
without the aid of King county would
not be such a difficuit matter as it has
previously been regarded. If this were
sccomplished, King ecounty would find
ber usefuiness as a politieal factor some-
what impaired, and the individual mem-
bers ¢of the delegations who are grumbi-
ing over the possibility of such a con-
tingeucy arising are taking no pains to
conceal their feeling in the matter. One
of them, iu discussing the matter with a
friend today, said :

“It is all right for Mr. Preston to want
to go down with flying colors, and he
can pail his flag to the mast if he wanis

to, but I do not propose that he will
take m2 or my friends down with him

We will stick to Preston 8o Jong as there
is a poseibility of his election, but we
will not stick to him when there is noth
ing to be gained for him by doing it,and
much for us to lose.”

With a lack of developments of any
importanee, there was more than the
usual number of wild stories afloat this
evening, The King county delogaticn
connted noses on the Wilson candidaey
today, and for a while it was reported
that Wilson had made a deal to sveceed
to Preston’s strepgth. Later informa
ticn, nowever, proved that the Spokane
mau could only secure 11 out of the 25
votes i King countv, and there was
“nothing doing.” The time for any
suceessor to Preston to enter the race
with any hope of snccess has gone by,
and the election of Lovi Ankeny will be
only & matter of form, nothing remain
ing to be done except the arrangement
of a few details, and the formal balloting.
