Miser Brought About Forty
Thousand Dollars,

Saturday afternoon witnessed the pub-
lic sale at the court house of the Con-
atser estate which has been in the courts
for more than two years. The sale was
held by Thomas Keyes, referee, D. F.
Anderson acting as auctioneer. The
1500 aeres of the estate was divided in-
to eleven tracts, which were sold under
separate bids. The lots in the town of
Sunset were also sold and the proceeds
of this sale wili be divided among the
heirs of the late Joseph Conatser, after
the court costs and sundry other ex-
penses have been paid.

The land brought a very good price
and the bidding was spirited for some

Those with improvements brought a
much better figure, the sum realized
 from the sale being in the neighborhood
of $40,000, which is very near the esti-
mate which had been placed upon the
value of the estate.

A large number of farmers, real estate
and business men from various parts of
Whitman county, and Sunset in particu-
lar, were present for the purpose of bid-
ding upon the land. It is the general
opinion that the estate brought a fair
price and many who attended for the
purpose of picking up snap bargains
when they appeared, found that there
were people there who wanted the land
worse than they did. It speaks well for
the value of land in Whitman county
when a tract containing about 1500
acres is sold in parcels for an average of

attorney for the estate and instructed
him to make a search for the missing
heirs. When they were found they at-
tacked the validity of the will and Judge
