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City Election is at Hand,

On the sixth day of December Colfax
will hold her annual city election when
the voters will seleet the men who will
complete the work of installing the
gravity water system, authorized by a
vote of the citizens in October, and make
other needed improvements. The fact
that the voters desire a gravity system
is settled, as all of the citizens are com-
mitted to it and it remains for those
elected to carry into effect the will of the
people, already expressed, in an eco-
nomic and business-like manuoer.

The instaliation of a gravity water
gystem is an imjortant advance on the
part of the citizens; still there is other
important work to be done. The clean-
ing of the streets and alleys; the removal
of the filth and ruobish from along the
river, back of the stores, and the en-
forcement of the ordinance prohibiting
rubbish being thrown into the river,
which is now and long has been an eye
sore to everybody coming in or passing
through the town on the Moscow branch
of the O. R. & N., to eay nothing of its
effect upon the health of the city.

The United States authorities made
war first upon the Spanish, then upon
the filth and diseases of Havana and
Manila, and raised an oppressed and
debt-ridden people to freedom, traps-
forming the fever stricken cities into
healthful and joyous homes. Why not
emulate General Woods’ work in Havana
here in Colfax and clean up the city,
thereby making it beautiful to the eye
and wholesome to the nostril. Let it be
an issue in this campaign. While we
know the world was not made in a day,
let the builder be busy, ever planning for
the morrow. Let us have an expression
from the voters on the question of clean-
ing up the city and thereafter enforcing
a due observance of the laws of health
and cleanliness—let us paes from a eross-
roads town to an up-to-date city.

Mead and the Commission Bill,

It is conceded by all close observers
that the result of the state of Washing-
ton’s election has cleared the political
atmosphere of many unwholerome im-
purities. For the first time in several
years the republican party knows ex-
actly “where it is at.”” It has elected its
candidate for governor by a handsome
majority on a platform which declared
specifically for certain measures and has
backed up the governor by a republican
house and senate which are in such a
majority that there will be no denger of
these measures not being enacted.

There will be a commission bill enacted
by the next legislature. That Governor
Mead can be trusted to appoint an hon-
est and fearless commission—one that
will be an honor and a credit to the
state and one that will not be used to
build up a political machine—The Ga-
zette has full confidence.

Born in obscurity, left an orpban at an early
age to be brought up by an adopted father,
given but scanty educational advantages,
thrown on his own resources in his early man-
hood, Senator Ankeny has risep through the
sheer force of indomitable perseverance amd
strength of character to the position of one of
the leading citizens of his state,

Senator Ankeny was born in St. Joseph,
Mo., Avugust 1st, eixty years ago. With
Captain Ankeny, his adopted father. he
crossed the plains to Portland in 1850, and for
a few years spent a portion of his time in the
Portland public schools. While in his teens,
he engagsd in_ the transportation business
with his adopted father, and later engaged in
the mercantile business in Lewiston Idaho.
Still later he. moved to Walla Wall&, where
he engaged in the banking business. The
passing years have brought him a large meas-
ure of financial success. He has from time to
time invested heavily in farm lands, mort-
gages, live stock and mining properties. He
has also expanded hie banking business and
capital until he is now tte president of seven
banks in Washington and Idaho. He js
variously estimated to be worth from $1,500,-
000 to 82,000,000, all of which he has accumu-
lated by his own offorts in the three states of
the Pacific Northwest. gz
