THE COMMISSION BILL
The Joint Railroad Committee

Maken Its Report.

Short Summary Showing the Main
Features As Returned 11y

The Committee.

Olvmpia, Wash., Feb. 13.—The joint
railroad committee of the boose and
senate met tonight and released for
publication the draft of the commission
bill as prepared by the subcommittee.

After the meeting of the joint cotn-

mittee, the subcommittee held another
meeting and eliminated the "anti-
scalping" feature of the bill. The sub-
committee which drafted the bill was
composed of Senators Van Pc Vanter,
Russell and Davis and Representatives
Dickson, Hare, Crane and Keiter.

Summary of the Bill.
Following is a summary of the rail-

road commission bill us reported by tLe
jointsubcommittee :

Section 1 establishes a commission; pro
vide-* for three commissioners, to ba appointed
by the governor, with absolute power of re-
moval, at a salary of ;*ji00 per year each.

Section 2 provides for the manner of hold-
iDg MotiiK l*. etc.

Section 3 provides that freight, passenger
and other traffics shall ba just, and that the
railroad OOUUDJM on shall be vested with
power Mid authority, upon complaint, or by
luquiry upon its own motion, after lull hear
iujc, to make a timing declaring any exutiiit,'
n»te to be unrtjanouabie, uujuntiy diHcriuiina-
tory or iunutticieut, and to declare what sh-ul
be a ju^t an<l reasonable rate'o be aharged
Thin uarue section pnipowets the couimisninn
to enforce reciprocal demurrage against r»ii-
lOitdß for failure to furnish cars to shippers
witiiiu a reasonable time. It provides,
fu.ther, that ariy order made by tno coni-
naifeion Khali take effect ami becoma opera-
tive -^0 d.iyrt aher a untie th reof h** been
given to the itffoc nd company.
