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Washing the churn is something vre
cannot be too particular about, says

Farm and Live Stock Journal. First

rinse ont in clean COW water, then
wash in hot water and scald thorough-

ly. If FO« hare a dash in your churn
take it all apart and see that it is well
scalded and then dry. Keep your churn

In a clean, dry place. Don't let it stand
dirty any longer than possible after it

is used.* All milk utensils should be
rinsed in cold water, then washed in
hot water and scalded. Don't use soap.

A little BOda is better and will help to
sweeten them and remove all odors.
Have cloths and towels on purpose for
that and see that they are kept dean
and pure. We notice where there is
complaint about butter not gathering
in cold weather it is mostly because

the cream is too cold when churned.
An engineer without water or a steam

gauge on his engine is no worse off
than a dairyman without a thermome-
ter. Keep your cream well stirred. No
unnecessary delay should lie allowed
between the process of handling the

The women of the farm should assert

their rights and have the Unproved
methods of caring for milk and butter
and thus have a desirable article to

sell which has not cost so much labor
to produce. Itis said butter costs from
11 to 30 cents per pound. We should
manage our ways so our butter will

not cost so much, and that is by intro-
ducing better cows, feeding better and
employing better methods throughout
the work. A noted writer says there
are four C's to look after sharply in
successful dairying. They are cow-.
care, comfort and cleanliness. After a

careful study and as a result of many
experiments the dairy department of
the Ontario Agricultural college an-
nounces that the question of the care
of milk may be boiled down to two
simple propositions:

cream and making the butter.

So far as the care of the milk is con-
cerned cleanliness and cold are the
two C's which spell the greatest suc-
cess In this connection.

Second.—The milk must be cool.
First.—The milk must be clean.

The records of such crosses do not
Beem to indicate success. Professor
Haecker records the case of Tops; 1..
a Holsteln-Friesian cow that made a
good record in both yield nnd butter
fat. She was bred to a Jersey bull, and
the offspring, Topsy 11., proved to be
a small milker, falling in yield belo%\

the Jersey cows on her sire's side and
falling In butter fat below the percent-
age of her Holstein-Friesian dam. The
likelihood of combining in such crosses
both heavy yield and high butter fat is
very remote. Don't try such crosses.
Put on Jersey or Guernsey cows for
high fat percentage and medium yield
and put on Holstein-Friesians for me-
dium fat percentage and high yield.
Don't mix the breeds; mix their milk.—
N«w York Farmer.

See that the cows are comfortable
and contented, and never give them an
outing at the expense of comfort. .Feed
mornings and evenings. They should
all be in their stalls by 11 o'clock, and
from that time until 3 they should not
be disturbed. They are in better condi-
tion for digesting food and secreting
milk when quietly at rest in stall and
chewing the cud than when wander-
Ing about the yard waiting to be let
Into the stable. Too much stress has
been placed upon feeding a so called
balanced ration, the kind and combina-
tion of feeds, and too little upon the
comfort of the cow, gentle treatment
and strict regularity.—Farm and Live
Stock Journal.

Care of Cows In Winter.

Sheaf oats are not considered good
feed for dairy cows, not that they will
dry the cows up, but because the cows
do not grind them well, says Hoard's
Dairyman. If the faeces of an animal
fed on sheaf oats or whole oats are ex-
amined a great number of whole oats
will be found. This indicates a waste-
ful system of feeding and one that
should not be followed unless it is Im-
possible to grind the grain.

Sheaf Outs For Cotva.

Crossbred sires should never be used.
as they are very likely to reproduce
the worst faults of both families. By
»sing a pure bull an inferior herd wiil
be vastly improved In a few years. It
Is not sufficient, however, to have pu-
rity of blood alone, for the bull's ances-
tors must have been good butter pro-
ducers.

FALL CARE OF COWS.

It is too late now to think of grow-
ing anything this year to help out short
pastures, says an lowa farmer ivAmer-
ican Agriculturist. Farmers must
learn to plan six or nine months ahead.
But if short pastures do come the farm-
er can cut up field or sweet com and
do some soiling. While that is hard
work and take-; too much time, it is
better than to let a good herd run dry.
A milk tiow lost is practically gone for
the year. The best way, of course, is
to have the cows dry during the hot
months. But that is not always pos-

sible. Silage is the cheapest feed to

supplement short pastures, but those
who have none must do something

else.

About the only relief for the man
who has not planned to have feed for
just this very time is for him to fee 1
some grain at the barn or cut up green
clover, sweet corn or field corn.

One of the most noticeable things
on most every farm Is the poor con-
dition of the pasture. Men who <! i

not feed silage In winter are in a hurry
to get the cows on grass. Cattle are
hungry for succulent feed, and they
manage to keep the grass short from
the very start. This causes the grass

crop to be short at the season when it
Is not making growth, and, as a result,
the cows half starve. When fall rains
revive the dormant grass, the cows are
poor. It takes all the fall to get them
back into condition again, it does not
pay to overstock or to rush cattle on
spring pastures before they can sup-
port the herd nicely. This is a strong
argument in favor of the silo for both
winter and summer feeding.

The idea that milk cows should not
be fattened during the summer and
fall looks well in print, but the writer
is of the opinion that the cow should
be allowed to lay on enough flesh dur-
ing these seasons to enable her to exist
comfortably during the winter. A cow
that starts in against a 20 degrees be-
low winter in poor flesh rarely amounts
to anything in the winter or spring and
f arly summer, when she is trying to re-
gain what she lost during the winter.
Let her lay on enough flesh to carry
her through the winter in good shape
and she will not only pay you well
then, but in the early spring she will
be in a condition to start out on a prof-
itable career.—Chicago Record-Herald.

\\ interim the Cow.

For stocks iv pastures a cattle lick
much favored by the stockmen of Aus-
tralia nnd New Zealand as a means
of promoting the genera] health of the
cattle is made as follows: Twenty
pounds of salt, twenty pounds of linio,
twenty pounds of superphosphate of
lime aud one and a half pounds of sul-
phate of Iron, mixed and placed in a
box protected from the weather.

FEEDING FOR PROFIT

The nearer we can keep the feed
within tlie farm crop the more money
we will make. The basal ration should
be farm grains, of which oats are the
best milk feed. Gluten feed and meal
and linseed and cottonseed meals
should be fed very sparingly on ac-
count of price. Protein, however, is
generally the cheapest in the feeds
containing a high per cent of this im-
portant nutrient. — Professor T. L.
Haeuker.

Rye and Wheat as Soiling Crops.

At the Maryland experiment station
green rye and green wheat were fed
to twenty-one cows in successive pe-
riods of fifteen days each, and notwith-
standing the tendency to decrease in
yield due to advancing lactation the re-
sults showed an average daily gain of
one pound of milk per cow during the
latter period. Wheat is therefore be-
lieved to be more valuable than rye as
a soiling crop.

Turnips as Dairy Feed.
The objectionable part of a winter

turnip as a feed for dairy cows is in.
the top portion, which ia exposed to
the weather. If this is cut off it Is
good for dry stock. The remaining
lower part of the bulb will not flavor
the milk or butter. Parsnips, carrots
and certain kinds of beets, which are
so easily grown, are fax superior to
turnips and will make a favorable
showing in the net returns of a dairy
where abundance of good, wholesome
milk is an object.—Cor. Country Gen-
tleman.

One of my neighbors attributes the
fine color of his winter butter and the
thrifty look of his chickens to a small
patch ofrye or barley which he grows
for winter pasture, writes a Kentucky
farmer in American Agriculturist.
This is sown early enough to be ready
for grazing by February. He began
with one and a quarter acres, but
finally increased to fifteen acres. His
poultry runs 011 it a large portion of
each day and the cattle in the morn-
ings when the ground is frozen. The
advantage shows in the appearance of
the poultry and stock, as well as in the
additional milk and eggs.

Winter Pasture For Cows.

German tests show that changing
cows from poor to good pasture caused
a sudden increase in the yield of milk,
but the composition of the milk was
\u25a0ot Influenced.

Chnngre of Pasture.

Animals should be fed highly during
the larger part of the period of lacta-
tion. Food is of value In proportion to
the amount digested and assimilated.
Digestion experiments show that green
fodders are no better digested than are
the same fodders when dried without
loss of leaves.—Holsteln-Friesian Reg-
ister.
