It will Inst five days
They say Spalding is their old home
where they have held war dances, and
where Mr. Spalding lived with them
IHere they learned the use of the alpha
bet by reading literature that was print
ed on the first printing press bronght to
the Pacific const. The red men expect
to have the greatest celebration they
have held for many years, ana expect
tribes from Washington, Oregon and
Montana.

The Wenatchee commereial club is in
receipt of a letter from a manufacturer
of glass, which states that the samples
of sand eent from there have been found
to be suitable for glars making. Besides
the sand, samples of quartz were also
sent. This quartz has been pronounced
suitable for plate glass.

Thirty young men and women re
ceived their diplomas from the Univer-
sity of Idaho on .June 6.
