Palouse Republic: The Hoodoo min-
ing camp, an predicted many times by
The Republic, in with the advent of
transportation facilities bidding fair to
become one of the big wealth producing

mining camps of the northwest. Ithas
long been thought by mining men that
the Hoodoo district is in the same belt
with the famous Coeur d'Alene mining
district. Most important in verification
of this is the discovery of a 20-foot ledge
of the same rich galena that has made
the Coeur d'Alene district what it is—the
greatest mining region in the world.
While traces of galena have been found
at various times, this is the first ledge of
any consequence discovered. An assay
shows that the ore carries $10 in Rod.
The discovery is looked upon by mining
men as almost certain proof that the
Hoodoo and Coeur d'Alene districts are
in the same mineral zone, and this fact,
together with other late developments,

ih giving renewed confidence and brinsing activity to the camp. Developmentwork ih in progress thin Hummer on al-
most every property of any known con-sequence in the camp and arrangements
are being made by several companies
that are backed by heavy capital toput in machinery at once to aid in thedevelopment of their properties andhave them shipping ore at an early
date.

Statk oi Washington, 1
Offii c oi run Bki i:kiw.\ oi Si aik. >

To whom it may concern: In obedience toan art of the legislature approved March u\\,
I'.h)"., entitled us follows: An act to provide
for voting on a constitutional amendment at
the general election to l> \u25a0 held on November6th, 1906, amending the Btate constitution •\u25a0! the
state ol Washington relative to the exercise of
the power of eminent domain. There is here-
with published for the consideration of the
voters of the state oi Washington the following
proposed amendment t" the constitution of
sani siiitc.

stitution.

Section 16, (Ulicle 1 of the constitution of the
state of Washington shall be amended to read
us follows:

"Section 16. Private property may be taken,
undei Bucta terms, conditions and limitations
ms shall I"- prescribed by the legislature fur
ilmiiiß, flumes and ditches foragricultural, do
rnestic nil'! sanitary purposes, and for Humes,
ditches, r-auals, reservoirs, or rights-of-way
through, on or across the laiulN or waters or
property of others for mining, milling,manu-
facturing, Irrigation and lumbering purposes,
or for the removal of timber or timber products,
and the appropriation and use of property for
such purposes are hereby ilerlare<l to be public
uses. Kven though such appropriation ami
use may inure to the Bpecial benefit of some j>ri-
\ ate iudiviilual, firm, corporation or associa-
tion:

Provided, however, that this declaration as to
public uses shall not be construed to limit the
right to appropriate property for other public
uses Private property shall not be tnken for
private use. except for private ways of ntces-
sity. No private property shall be taken or
damaged for public or private use without just
compensation having been lirst made, or paid
into court for the owner, and no rights-of-way
shall t»- appropriated to the use of aiiy corpora-
tion other than municipal until full compensa
tiou therefor be first made in money, or ascer-
tained and paid info court for the owner, irre-
spective of any benefit from any improvement
proposed by such corporation, which compensa
lion shall be ascertained by a jury, unless a
jury be waived, as in other civil cases in (ourtN
of record, m the manner prescribed by law.
Whenever an attempt is made to take private
property for a use alleged to be public, the
question whether the contemplated u*e bereally public shall be a judicial question, and
determined a- Mich, without regard to any
legislative assertion that tiie use U public, ex-
cept to the ÜBei winch are herein declared to be
public.
