North Coast Railway.
Itis said definite information of the

route of the North Coast railway into
Spokane has been received at Waverly.
According to this report right of way
for the line is being bought from Spo-
kane along Hangman creek as far as
Waverly and from there to Tekoa.
Agents for the road are signing con-
tracts for land along this route, agree
ing to build within nine months or for-
feit the land acquired. Contracts for 17
miles, or about half the required dis-
tance, are said to have been signed.
Surveyors are at work at Rock creek, 16
miles from Spokane, and preliminary
work is being pushed. Tekoa eeems des-
tined to become a railroad center. The
Chicago, Milwaukee & St. Paul is tinted
to come there, and if the North Coant
route materializes, as indicated above, it
means three steam roads touching that
point.
