Chaplain Joyce

is also along to attend to the spiritual
wants of the men. They were all dressed

in relief uniforms. A feature of the cav-
alcade was four government wagons

drawn by the proverbial government
mule. Two were drawn by nix mules and

two by four long-eared compatriots.
The two former were driven by single
check rein, the driver riding one of the
wheel animals. This was a familiar
scene in the early history of the Pacific

coast, but to the many tender feet who

have come here since the advent of the
railroad, and in crossing the continent
now think they have done wonders, this
process of driving was a marvel. They

The troop stopped on liaifl street for

at least one hour. They left Walla Walla
last Saturday, and go from here direct
to Spokane; from there they make for
the lake and strike camp, where they
will remain for two weeks. This is an

annual event. Two years ago a like
number of soldiers camped for two weeks
on the old Fort Sherman grounds at
Coeur d'Alene, but another place will
probably be selected now, an that is filled
with homes.
