LEWISTON-GLARKSTON.

Transformation Wrought by Irriga-
tion Within Ten Years.

Nowhere in the Inland Empire, which

bas been prolific in surprises, has there

been more wonderful development than |

in the Lewiston-Clarkston valley, eays a

| writer in a recent issue of the Spokesman-

teview, Irrigation is rapidly making of |

that valley one of the wonder epots of
the American continent. Climatically it
is a marvel.
the parallel of latitude which intersects
Montreal, it has a climate which for
milduess approximates that of southern
California and the older land around the
Mediterranean. A proof of the resemb
lance of the Lewiston-Clarkston country
to the climatic conditions of the south
was presented in the impressive exhibits
of southern grapes—Museats, Flame To-
kays, and all the other varieties which
have made California famous as a grape
and wine producing region. In the ex-
hibit hall of the Lewiston-Clarkston in-
terstate fair grapes were on display lit-
erally by the ton. The exhibits of aj-
ples, peaches, pears, plums, apricots, nec
tarines and other fruits were, in the
judgment of many who have seen the
horticultural displays at world’s fairs,
superior in some respects to anything
ever before asrembled in this country.
Immediately around these two towns
there are now under extersive produe
tion several thousand aeres of as fertile
irrigated lands as may be found upon
The growth of Clarkston
lying across Snake river from Lewiston,
in Asotin county, Washington, is one of
the marvels of irrigation enterprise. Ten
years ago the Clarkston flat was a dreary
waste of desert, with hardly a house up-
onit. Today 3000 people have under
high cultivation 2000 acres of orchard,
vineyard and garden. They have all the
delights of country life, with many of the

the globe.

advantages of city improvements. E. H.
Libby is the genius with keen mind,
vivid imagination and clear practical
qualities to whom chief eredit must be
given for this splendid trapsformation.

The Lewiston business district lies at
an elevation of about 700 feet abovs sea
level. Immediately back of the business
district lies the newer residence district
on a bench rising sharply to an elevation
of from 800 to 1000 feet above the ses,
This bench in turn rises to a height
above sea of about 1200 feet to a noble
plateau of almost level land extending
many miles away to the Craig moun-
tains. Upon this plateau the Lewiston
Land & Water Company is placing
under irrigation 4000 acres. Its project
is said to be the most modern and scien-
tific irrigation plan in America. The
lands are platted like city lots in five
acre tracts. [very tract fronts upon a
broad street and has a 16 foot alley in
the rear. The water is distributed in
buried pipes over the great tract. A 10
inch main is in every alley. Some of the
tract owners have laid service pipe the
full length of their tracts, with a hydrant
tap between each row of trees.

The view from the elevated plateau at
any point back of Clarkston or Lewiston
is worth a transcontinental journey.
For miles and miles the orchards roll
away in almost unbroken continuity,
with here aad there a clump of Lombardy
poplars to impart dignity to the delight-
ful ecene. All this transformation has
been wrought in a valley which from the
days of the advent of Lewis and Clark in
1806 down almost to the present day,
was regarded as a desolate and hopeless
waste. ) -
