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[MPROYED ROAD MOVEMENT. '
Importance Said to Be Recognized by

Taxpayers.
One of the drawbacks to the prog-

ress of r iraJ development is bad
roads. Tlii.s fact ia becoming geuerally
recognized, aud in nearly every state In
me ' uion there is manifested a tend-
»ucj i" reuiedy this evil by state appro-
priations for tli" establishment of good
public highways, says the Architects
and Builders' Journal. Among no class
of people is the. ueed of good roads
realizeti better than by the farmers and
others engaged in iigricoltural pursuits.

Until within receul years these same
people opposed the idea of the state
Issuing !>< uds to raise money U<v this
purpose, for by a false conception of
economy thej reasoned that the cost of
modern improved highways would
mean an Increase of taxes.

The
introduction <>f improved macadam and
bitulitbic paving has done much to
popularize modern roads. E'roperly laid,
they .'ire durable and satisfactory. Eco-
nomically considered, their cost is mon-
ey well Invested, as the relative relief
from wear and tear, the facilitation of
travel and the l*nefit resulting to prox-
imate property more than compensate
for the original <>ii!lay.

OiL TO LAY DUST.
Cleveland Park Officials Believe It Is

Cheaper Than Water.

Hundreds of gallons of crnde oil will

be used by Cleveland, < >\u0084 the coming
summer in laying the dust on the' bou-
levards and park roads.

It has been decided by park officials
thai oil for dusl laying purposes is

cheaper than water. Experiments
wore conducted last summer by Su-
perintendent Starke and Park Engi-
neer Stinchcomb, aud it was announced
recently that the crude oil composi-
tion would be used this season in place
of water for Rprlnkling purposes.

A composition of crude oil and soap

is used, and this Is diluted with water.
At first the proportion of the crude oil
mixture Is great, but after a coating
forms on the roadways it is necessary
to use but a small amount. In the wa-

ter, and the necessity for sprinkling
also becomes less and less. A well
coated roadway will be sprinkled but
once in two weeks at the height of
the summer season after the system

i.s in force.
'•The use of oil will be a great labor

saver," said Superintendent Starke.
"We will net need nearly so many

men and teams."

Road Improvement In Canada.
The twelfth annual report on high-

way Improvement In the province of
Ontario, Canada, which has recently
been submitted to the legislature,
shows substantial and encouraging re-

sults accomplished during the past
year. The total expenditure ou the
country road system, which has been
adopted by fourteen counties, amounts
to date to $1,137,664. of which the pro-
vincial government has paid $365,219
The systems established in these coun-
ties comprise about 2.550 miles of high-

way, or about 12 per cent of the total
mileage. If the remaining counties
should avail themselves of the provi-

sions of the act granting governmental
aid and establish systems in the same

proportion to their total mileage it
would give the province eventually

about 6,000 miles of improved high

ways.

Good Outlook For Road Improvement.

It is reported that the state treasury

of Virginia had a surplus at the close
of the past year of $1,000,000 to be ap-
propriated by the legislature. This
amount it is said, surpasses any sur-

plus in the history of the state. It is
encouraging news for road improve-

ment advocates. The state is becoming

thoroughly aroused to the necessity for
good roads. The members of the legis-
lature are committed to their constitu
ents in the matter of road improve-
ment. Governor Swanson Is himself an

ardent good roads advocate.

Hustling For Better Highways.
Good roads sentiment is sweeping

the Chardon (O.) section of the coun-

try as never before, and if farmers
keep up the work they have started
all ronds from Chard ou will be veri-
table boulevards. The Chardon board
of trade has offered SOW in prizes for
good roads, dividing the requirements
In sueb. a way as to excite much comp-

etition. More money for prizes will
soon be raised. W. B. Ballard has of-
fered to improve a long stretch of
road free of charge if the <ouncll will
furnish him a machine.
