SCHOOL ATHLETIC MEET.
Held at the Fair Grounds on Friday

of Last Week.
The class track meet of the Colfax pub-

lic school, which waa held laet Friday, at
the fair grounds, was won by the Juniors
who made 04 pointe out of a poseible
181. The Seniors came second with 46
points, S>phmores third with 11, and
Freshmen fourth and last with 10 points.
The track waa very heavy and the run
nera were unable to make anything bet-
ter than avernge time.

The tifty yard dash started the pro
gram of the afternoon which was won
by Hart of the Senior class, with Mor
riaon and Johnson of the Junior cla^H a
cloae aecoud and third.

The 880 yard run followed this and
waa won by Newinan of the Junior claes
in f <irly good time.

The pole vault followed, and was won
by Caaaedy of the Juniora who wasn't
pushed very hard and had to only go 8
feet 6 to win first place.'

The 100 yard daah followed which wae
won by Hart. While this event waa on
Lommasson waa making a good allow-
ing with the diaeua which he booated 99
feet with seemingly little effort. He
looks good ac a sure point winner in the
meets.

The high jump was next in which a
good record was made, when Hart and
Yelle tied for first place at 5 feet 3 The
broad jump followed in which Morrison
made a good jump of 19 feet .3, which is
good for a place io the county meet.

Cassedy won the 440 yard run for the
Junior class. Hart won the low hurdles
and Newman won the mile. Hargrave
of the Seniors won the high burdlea.
Frank Goff of the Juiors won first place
in the shot and hammer. The beat race
of the meet wae the 220 yard which was
practically between Hart of the Seniors
and Morrison of the Juniora, which was
won by Morrison in tbe last twenty
yards of the race.

The meet on the whole was fast, Hart
of the Senior class captured individual
points which came up to 25, with Mor-
rison of the Juniors second with 16
points. The greatest interest of the
meet was io the sprints between these
two men.

FOUR TIMBERS MINE.
A Promising Property in the Cocur

d'Alene District.
William Shannon, an old timer of Col

fax, now living in Wallace, is in town
this week in the interest of the "'Four
Timbers'' a mining claim he hap located
in tbe famous Coeur d'Alene district.

The Four Timbers Mining Co. is locat-
ed on Beaver Creek, about one mile
southwest of the Idora Bnd about 1%
tnilef northwest of the Callahan, in the
Beaver mining district, and adjoins the
Amazon-Manhattan on tbe west.

This property is in a good location
being only about two and one-half
miles west of the famous Hercules, and
is surrounded by such properties as the
Tuscumbia, Sitting Bull, Idora, Callahan
and others.

Tbe property waa located by Wm.
Shannon in August, 1907, and developed
by surface work until, in his estimation,
the property warranted further develop-
ing to make it a producer. Then a
stock company was formed consisting of
Wm. Shannon, Andrew Benson of Mur-
ray; John Benson and J. W. Diefz of
Colfax. The company was organize]
October. 1909,;and capitalized at 1,000,-
--000 shares, the par value of 10 cents
per share, 500,000 shares are held in
the treasury to be used for development
purposes.

Since incorporating, the company his
run a tunnel 248 feet, coHH-cuttiug two
parallel lend*; the first ledge at a depth
of about 25 feet, tbe second at a depth
of 180 feet. This work was complete:]
about the middle of January, 1911, and
work suspended on account of snow.
Oa April 4ch, n m^etin^ of the board of
directors was held in Colfax and voted
that 50,000 shares of the treasury stock
be placed on the market for the use of
further development.

The intention of the company is to
run a tunnel on the second ledge to get
under the Phowinga on the surface, then
will crosscut to ledge No 1. It is the
desire of the board of dinctors to let
this work by contract as No. 2 ledge,
just cross cut, gives fair values, and the
indications are that the company may

strike ore before getting under their sur-
face showing, which is about 300 feet.
