The Japanese are forcing the people
to sell their property of all kinds at
absurdly low and arbitrary prices and
sign receipts for it at good prices un-
der threats of death.

The inhabitants of the southern por-

tion of the island are being forced to
emigrate and those of the northern
half are being plundered of their

houses, cattle and crops and must emi-
grate, as they have nothing to live
©on. As an example of the extremity
of the Japanese methods, General Sen-
emovsky reports that 180 Russian col-
onists were led into marshes by the
Japs and were there decapitated. No
great damage was done to the town
or people of Okhotsk by the Japanese
when they landed there August 17.

FEED STARVING PEASANTS.

Russian Authorities Adopt Active
Measures.
St. Petersburg, Sept. 25.—Special

committees from the department of
agriculture and the ministry of the in-
terior have left to take charge of the
relief work in the famine districts of
Russia. The cost of this work is esti-
mated by the government at $20,000,-
000,

No acute distress has yet been re-
ported, and the government hopes py
prompt distribution of food, seed, grain
and fodder, and the employment of the
famine stricken populace on public
works, to tide over the people until the
new harvest.

The rates ror the transportation of
grain and fodder into the governments
stricken by famine have been reduceq,
but the deficiency in rolling stock is
the chief obstacle to the work of r?-
lief. Plenty of grain is available In
Russia, both for forwarding to the gov-

ernments affected and for other uses.

Deputy Sheriff Drowned.

Seattle, Sept. 27. — Deputy Sherift
Hoover of Aberdeen forfeited his life
in the performance of his duty while
attempting to arrest Emil Wilde for
stabbing Martin Pearson. Hoover at-
tempted to cross the Wynooche river
on & boom of shingle bolts, when one
of them turned with him and he was
drowned.

Wilde went up to the Wynooche
river to make his escape,with Deputies
Winters and Hoover after him. They
found and arrested him and started
back to town. Wilde suddenly broke
away from the deputies and, jumping
into the river, started to swim to the
otherside. The river was choked with
a lot of shingle bolts, and Hoover
thought he could cross on them and
head the man off. In making the at-
tempt one of the logs rolled with him
and he sank to the bottom, not even
coming to the surface. His body has
not been recovered and Wilde has es-
caped.

Typhoon Swept Manila.
The New York Sun has a dispatch
from Manila reporting a destructive
typhoon in that city. The native dis-
triots were swept away, 8000 persons
are homeless, five Filipinos were killed
and 200 persons injured. Hundreds of
buildings were unroofed. Thousands
of electric wires were blown down,fil-
ling the streets with flames until the

current was turned off. The city was
in darkness when this dispatch was
sent and all street traffic was sus-

pended.
