FEEDS AND FEEDING RATIONS
for roui/ntv*

H. L. Blanchard, Assistant Supt. Puy-

allup Experiment Station

If we desire to make a flock of
bens produce eggs, we must give a
feed which contains producing ma-
terial. To develop a broiler within
eight weeks from the time of batch-
ing requires a constant supply of
food which has the proper constit-
uent parts to produce rapid growth
of th_ chick. It follows then, that It
Is highly essential that the poultry-
man should know the component
parts of a fowl, the component parts
of an egg, and the component parts
of the feed ho la giving. A ration
should not be given a chicken in a
"hit or miss it" style, merely because
a fowl eats it readily, The poultry-
man should know what Is In tho feed,

and knowing that, if ho knows what
an egg or a chicken is made of,
he should know whether or not to
feed It.

For instance, 50 per cent or slight-
ly more, of the weight of a hen is
water. Yet many poultrymen let the
drinking fountains go dry in the
evening. A fowl, if permitted to do
so, generally takes a good big drink
just before going to roost. Three and
one-half per cent of her weight is
ash. Twenty-four per cent Is protein;
2:: per cent or thereabouts, is fat.

Concerning fresh eggs, they con-
tain tit! per cent of water; ash (the

shell) 12 per cent; protein, 11 1-2
per cent; fat, 9 per cent. This is ap-
proximately the component parts of
an egg. It follows very naturally,

then, that If a he'll Is to lay she must

be given feed high in those ingred-
ients. Otherwise no matter how well
tbe "laying strain" is developed the
hen cannot lay, simply because she
has not the ingredients with which to
produce an egg.

With this In mind, I would call at-

tention to the following table show-
ing certain percentages of digestible

material in various feeds;

Observe that red clover, contains
6.5 per cent of protein, 34. per cent
carbohydrates, and 1.6 per cent fat.
Observe that alfalfa analyses a little
higher than clover: 7.6 per cent pro-

tein, 37.8 per cent carbohydrates, and
1.3 per cent fat. Corn is about the
same as alfalfa in protein. Observe
also that corn contains 62.17 per
cent carbohydrates. If you desired
to fatten fowls, you would therefore
feed corn naturally. On the other
hand observe that linseed meal con-
tains 27.2 per cent of protein and
meat scraps 68.4 protein. An egg is
about 12 per cent protein. Naturally,
then, If you need to produce eggs

meat scraps, linseed meal and bran
(12.6 per cent protein) should be in-
cluded in the ration. Wheat contains
9.3 per cent protein, 55.8 per cent
carbohydrates, and 1.8 per cent fat,
and is not only a fattening food, but
I s also a good muscle-building food.
Oats containing 4 4.7 per cent carbo-
hydrates is not as good a fattening
food as wheat or corn. Bran Is high
ln protein and is not of much use for
fattening. Skimmed milk analyses
well and is an excellent food for poul-
try.

We realize that by far the larger
percentage of people have small
flocks, say two or three dozen hens,
and the rations here given for small
flocks are very good In our experi-
ence, but do not take into consider-
ation the table scraps, which can be
used very advantageously where we
desire to make the expense as light as
possible. We would take all the table
scraps and put them together In a
vessel of convenient size, and once
every day, or every two or three
days which ever suits cook the stuff
for the chickens. Milk Is good to
mix with the scraps. If you do not
have milk then cook them In water.
This plan will cut down the expense
materially.

On the other band, table scraps
may be fed with unsatisfactory re-
sults. I have seen people who throw
out the scraps without preparing

them. Then they might throw some
wheat, or other cereal, without tak-
ing Into consideration the egg-pro-
ducing properties of either the grain
or the scraps. By referring to an an-
alyses of the food-stuffs one can
easily learn approximately the egg-

producing properties of tha meat
scraps, or other discarded food which
composes the table scraps. Whatever
grain or other feed that is added
with full consideration given to the
question of what the egg producing
properties of the grain may be. In

other words, the table scraps should
be "balanced" properly.

Another successful mash we hate
used is made of one pound of bran
to a half-pound of oatmeal and a
half pound of cornmeal, or similar
proportions. Stir up well until you
have a "dry mash." That is, till it is
"crumbley." When you take a hand-
full of the mash properly made and
opeu the hand quickly, the mash will
crumble out. Then it is of tho right
constituency. To supply bone put the
bone In the stove aud let it char, then
take it out and break it up with the
hammer. This is one of tho beat tomtit.
If you mix It up with this combina-
tion you will have a well balanced
feed, and ono that will make them
lay if they are of the laying kind, f

Many people havo no Idea, whatev-
er how much feed to give ,i chicken.
Observe the ration tor a small float
of a dozen hens. 1 take a mash of this
kind and for tho morning feed, will
give from a quart and a half to two
quarts. The noon feed of wheat and
oats should be given in a litter as
Indicated, Make the hens scratch,
for they must have exercise. At night
wo give them a quart of oats and
wheat in litter. This is given in con-
nection with green stuff, grit, and
pure, fresh water.

Broiler Ration
First feed: One part hard boiled

egg fined; two parts of dry broad
crumbs.

This is followed by "Johnny cake"
of the following mixture: 2 quart! of
bran, ono quart of clover or alfalfa
meal, ono quart of ground oats sift-
ed, one quart of beef scraps, one-half
quart of bono meal.

With this Is given green stuff, grit,
charcoal and plenty of good, clean
water.

Ration for a Small Flock
A mash is made as follows; I pn.t

of bran, 1-2 pint of oatmeal, 1 _ pint
of corn meal; salt and stirr to a
crumbly mash (do not permit it to
be sloppy.

For one dozen hens.
Morning -2 quarts of the mash

above' described; noon, I pint wheat
and oat- in a litter; night, one q...\n
of oats am, cornmeal parts, 'n litter.

Supplement with green stuff, grit,
shell nil.l plenty of good, fresh wat-
er.

Bocae Residence Sold

•Palouse, Wash., Aug. 6. The H.
M. Boone residence In this city, one
of the assets of the defunct Palouse
State Bank, of which Boone was a
former president, was sold yesterday
at receiver's sale to Andrew "Lynd,
a wealthy farmer east of Palouse,
for $1845. The house, which was
built four years ago by Mr. Boone
for a home, represents a cost of
$5,000 or more. It was admitted to
be the most elaborate home in the
city. Ono reason for the low price wan
the fact that the property was sold at
receiver's sale, while another was
that the house was too large and ex-
pensive to keep up for the ordinary
family. The court instructed the re-
ceiver, George C. Jewett, that he
would approve the sale for $1800 or
over. Bids were received.

Previous to the fa'lure of the bank,
11. M. Boone had placed the deed for
his home, with the deed for land on
the Columbia river, which lie had tak-
en in exchange for bank stock, in es-
crow for security for funds used at

the time the capital stock of the bank
was increased, as shown in the trial
of Boone more than a year ago. The
Palouse residence and the land thus
wont into the hands ofthe receiver
after the failure of the bank, which
took place In May, 1909.

Fire Danger Eliminated

* Wallace, Idaho, Aug. 6. —Heavy

rains falling continuously for nearly

seven hours throughout the Coeur
d'Alene forest today put the finishing

touches on a rapidly improving fire
situation and practically eliminated
the 1911 fire danger In this section of
north Idaho.

Today's rain follows daily showers
which began August 1, after a down-
pour on July 31.

The total rainfall for the week Just
past Is more than two Inches. Fores-
try officials today were optimistic in
their view of the future and are hap-

py in the belief that serious fires in

the danger zone of last year are not
to be repeated. •' . \u25a0 \u25a0.'

At this time last year fires were at
their worst and were burning in ev-
ery section of the forest. The ground

was baked and the foliage dry. Today
the conditions are reversed. The veg-
etation is rank and continues as
green as In early spring.

Colfax Church Dedicated

Colfax, Wash., Aug. 6.—This was
a 'red-letter" day for Colfax Metho-
dists, the new church, costing $20,-

-000, being dedicated > byV' Bishop
Charles Smith of Portland in the
presence of a congregation that pack-
ed th.. big edifice and overflowed
Into the Sunday school and Bpworth
league' rooms. The Rev. Dr. C. E.
Gibson of Spokane, district elder,
was called from the service by a
telegram announcing the death of a
niece in a Spokane hospital. The
Rev. U. F. Hawk of Coeur d'Alene
formerly pastor of the Colfax church,
took the Rev. Gibson's place In the
services.

State Land Sales

State lands In many of the counties
of Washington willbe offered for sale
at public auction In November ac-
cording to orders just made by the
state board of land commissioners.
Because of poor market conditions
the board has not ordered a state
land sale since last May. Many ap-
plications have been received and the
sale willbe a large one. Commission-
er Ross has Btrated work on the cir-
cular giving full particulars of the
property to be sold.

Will lieseed Idaho Forests

Spokane, Wash., Aug. 6.—More
than 100 men will be sent into the
Coeur d'Alene national forest next
fall to gather fir and pine cones to
be' used in reseedlng the timber dis-
tricts in northern Idaho, burned over
by fire a year ago. The United States
forestry department will make an
effort to gather 20,000 pounds of
seeds, which are to be planted during
tho spring and summer of 1912. The
department and timber protective
associations havo more than 800 men
doing patrol duty in the Idaho forests
which are safe this season, according

to reports received by Albert L. Flew-
elllng, president of the western For-
estry and Conservation association,
with headquarters In Spokane. The
recent rains have been general in
northern Idaho, eastern Washington
and Oregon and. western Montana,
also In the boundary country, and it
Is believed there is no danger of
serious outbreaks this summer. Six
arrests and convictions for neglect-
ing to extinguish camp fires are re-
ported by wardens In the state of
Washington this season. The lumber-
men are giving the state and fed-
eral authorities every assistance and
as a result of this strict virgil It is
expected that several millions of dol-
lar's worth of timber will be saved
from destruction in the four states
