
KATHERINE RIDGEWAY RECEIVES 1
OVATION FROM CROWDED HOUSE

Well Known Reader Delights Enthusiastic
Audience with Interesting Program of

Stories, Sketches and Verse

A large crowd greeted the appear-

ance of Katherine Ridgeway, the

famous reader, as the second number
of the lecture course, Friday evening

December 6th. She was hailed with
joy by those who had been so fortu-
nate as to hear her before, and with
eager anticipation by those to whom
her charming personality was yet un-
known. Probably no attraction in
the college ever aroused so much en-
thusiasm as was manifested in this
event. Fully half an hour before the
usual time for opening the doors, a
rapidly increasing crowd was wait-
ing outside the auditorium, eager for
admittance. The audience which
cheered Miss Ridgeway as she walk-
ed upon the stage, was a record-
breaker. They occupied every seat In
the building and many stood in the
lobby in the rear.

Miss Ridgeway'* readings consist-
ed of a series of short stories, poems,
monologues and songs, humorous
and pathetic, all picturing some side
or angle of human nature. Between
readings she was ably assisted by
Miss Grace Desmond, an accomplish-
ed pianist, and Mr. Luttwig G. Mey-
er, an excellent baritone —and good
fellow. •

The trend of Miss Ridgeway's
readings was steadily upward. Mo-
fore she had spoken a hundred words
she had removed" herself from the
minds of the audience, and went
with them as they followed a lov-
able old California pioneer through
a cleverly planned battle with the
oil monopoly. From this point on the
reader held her audience in fascinat-
ed interest, as she touched string
after string of the human heart and
brought forth some new, sweet mel-
ody, with its' message of cheer.. As
she neared the climax of her enter-

tainmottt, shortly following the
touching story of a little boy who
was Induced by his affectionate
grandfather to refrain from robbing
bird's nests, Miss Ridgeway with-
drew for a moment from the stage.

During the pause, before the cheer-
ing had died, someone in the crowd
sent un usher upon the stage, with
an arnifull of roses. This tribute ap-
parently crystallsed the sentiment of
the entire audience, as they re-
newed the cheering with vigor until
Miss Ridgeway appeared again to ac-
cept the token, when the encore be-
came an ovation. Perhaps, she realiz-
ed that, in the roses, she had receiv-
ed every heart in the audience, for
just preceding her last number, she
paused to thank the host of friends,
old and new, before her, for their
sincere, appreciative welcome, and
to tell them how much she enjoyed
her occasional visits to Pullman. In
fact, she declared she felt as If Pull-
man were almost her home, as she
had spent most of her girlhood in
Colfax, only eighteen miles distant.
It is the hope of her many admirers
here, that Miss Ridgeway may be
secured often on the College Lecture
Course in the future.
