northwest of Pullman. The separ-

ator burned almost to the ground

Thursday 1. orning ot this week and
members 01 the ere* who were work-
in;; dose to the machine at tho
time of the fire are emphatic in their
contention that there was no explo-

sion. Almost instantly, and wlthon<
any warning, the machine became «

seething mass of flames, and win ai

most totally destroyed before the
blaze could be checked. Ihe outfit
was working in very smutty grain,

which was being headed, and there
was no suggestion of incendiarism.
There was' no insurance on the sep-
arator. i :\u25a0! 20 0 sacks of grain were
destroyed, although this was Insured.
'i ho macliino had exploded three
times previous to its destruction, but
on each of these occasions the fire
had been put out with water with lit-
tle damage. The two injured men
were brought to Pullman and r.ieir
burns were dressed.

At 4 o'clock this morning the sep-
arator belonging to li. Athorton
caught fir while standing idle, and
the draper and interior of the ma-
chine were damaged. There was a
fire in the engine at the time a.id it

is not improbable that the fire origi-

nated from a spark from the engine
The machine is being repaired today
and the loss will be slight.

Only two separators are now oper-
ating in the Ewartsvllle district and
only two east of Albion.

Community Insurance

The inability of separator owners
to secure Insurance has worked a
great hardship on the farmers, and
in some districts the farmers of the
community have banded together to
insure the separators which will har-
vest their crops.

Mert Davis on Saturday tele-
phoned lo Pullman to send oflcers
to his place to arrest a stranger
whom '\u25a0<> had accosted roan; ing
through hi. grain fields. Constables
were sent to the place by automobile,
but the 1111:11 had fled.

Francisco Espinosa, the Indian
who claims to be from California, ar-
rested near Farmington, lust week
by Deputy Sheriff Jim Sterling of
Moscow, was arraigned before Judge
Will F. Morgareidge to answer to in-
formation filed by Prosecutor John
Nesbit, charging him with having
"attempted to burn a stack of grain,
the property of one C. C, Simmons."
His attorney, A. M. Curry, asked that
the hearing be set for Saturday,
which waa si ordered. The prisoner
admits that he has visited most of
the territory of the Palouse coun-
try where threshing machines have
burned t'is season. These places in-
clude Colfax, St. John, Palouse,
Oakesda'e, Garfield and Farming on,
He states he is a laborer and was
looking for work, but that "because."
he said, "I am an Indian nobody-
give me work."

Mike Savage, an Austrian; was ar-
rested at Garfield, charged with at-
tempting to burn shocked grain on
the E. J. Byrne place, where he was
employed. He was taken to Colfax
for hearing, It is alleged that many
match heads were found in shocks
near which he had been lounging.

Experts Seek to Discover Cause
The State College has for several

years been grappling with the
troublesome smut problem of the
wheat growers and has made sub-
stantial progress toward a solution
of the problem from the standpoints
of seed treatment, soil handling,
breeding, etc. It is confronted now
with a now phase of the question,
Tamely, the so-called "smut explo-
sions," occurring so frequently in
connection with threshing the pies-

tnt seas m. and is making efforts to
solve this difficulty. Investigations
are being carried on in th; labora-
tories of the experiment station to
ascertain the explosive character of
smut and methods of controlling the
same. Observations arc being aad
dally by several members of the col-
lego staff upon the operation of
threshing outfits In the Palouse
country.

Vice President Waller, Professor
Carpenter, head of the department of
mechanical engineering; Profesror
Olson, ahem Ist of the experiment sta-
tion, and Dr. Cardiff, director o! the

experiment station, liavo been mak-
ing extended observations in the
field upon the operation of threshing
machines, with a view to controlling
the smut explosions and also gath-
ering data, in regard to tha causes
bad effects of explosions that have
occurred.

College Installs Device

The college has installed dev.ces
in several machines for introducing

exhaust steam from the eugino into
thu separator just beneath the
cylinder, with tin- hope that the pres-
ence of a considerable volume of
sit am in the machine will prevent

the explostcns. This device will also
seive to Introduce water into the
separator in case of fire. The effect
oi' the introduction of steam Into the
separator and the contamination ol
the wheat with smut Is being on-
served and will be reported upon
along with other results of the In-
vestigation! within a few days.

Precautions Recommended
In an interview Dr. Cardiff said:
"The owners of threshing outfits

are urged to take every precaution
possible against fire. It would seem,
from tha observations thus far con-
ducted, that most of tho so-called
'explosions' are really not in the
nature of v'olent explosions, but are
-imply cafes of fire, which has
spread very rapidly through the div
straw and oily smut spores in the
machine, most of the damage having
been caused by fire rather than by
the force o' the explosion. The dan-
ger from fire can be lessened in a
variety of ways. Heavy cables may
connect the separator and engine,

thus enabling the engine at once to
pull the separator away from the
straw in case of fire.

"A three-quarter inch gas ,dpe
connecting the boiler of the engine
with tire sprinkling devices inside
the separator can easily and inex-
pensively he arranged so that in case
of fire writer under pressure from
the boiler can at once be turned into
the separatoi and thus prevent dam-
age. Artificial fire extinguishers-
several good kinds of which are oa
the market—can he kept convenient
to the separator to be used in emer-
gency.

"Water in quantities should always
he kept convenient. A plow should
he kept on hand, to which a team
could be quickly hitched and a fur-
row plowed around any portion of
the field that takes fire, thus pre-
vcntlng the spread of the fire to
standing grain or shocks. In fact, It
might be wise to plow two or three
furrows around the outfit before
commencing operations. It is be-
lieved by the members of the experi-
ment station staff that if such pre-
cautions as above mentioned are
taken the loss from fire and explo-
sions will be reduced to the mini-
mum."
