LEHIGH UNIVERSITY COOKS
MUST TAKE BLOOD TEST

Experience With Typhoid Epidemic
Shows Origin to be Freak

Typhoid "Carrier"

Lehigh University of South Beth
lehem, Perm.. had an interesting ex-
perience with a typhoid epidemic
this fall. Very shortly after school
opened many of the students board-
ing at the College Commons became
ill with typhoid. An investigation
was at once started to ascertain the
cause. This investigation revealed
the fact that the Commons were un-
usually sanitary, the rood carefully
prepared, the water and milk show-
ing absolutely no evidence of
typhoid or sewage contamination.

An examination was then made of
the cooks, and it was found that the
attach originated from Infection
transmitted by touch In preparing
food by a kitchen employe, free from
sickness. who was a typhoid
"carrier" This kitchen employee
was at once excluded from any
further contact with the College and
the epidemic at once ceased.

The Pennsylvania State Board of
Health, which investigated this mat-
ter, makes the recommendation that
cooks of large establishments of this
nature be given th blood test for
typhoid fever before being permitted
to handle food for large numbers of
people. Lehigh University will exact
such a test from all Its kitchen em-
ployes in the future.

AMERICANS SAVE BELGIANS

A Belgian committeeman, distrib-
uting American relief shipments in
Liege province, states that the popu-
lation has been relying on American
food for the last fortnight, and thai
It has saved them from starvation.
He states that 85,000 people aro be-
ing supplied with almost \u25a0 half
Pound of wheat dally. Almost no
other food remains in the country.
