Major Powell, chief of the federal oom-
nilarion to investigate the question of the
irrigation of arid lands and torecommend
the beat scheme for accomplishing that
purpose, read a paper on the subject be-
fore the New York chamber of commerce
last week. He began withthe statement
that about half the lands of the United
States, exclusive of Alaska, are arid.
These lands, so far as they can be brought
under cultivation by irrigation, are the
best in the country, because the crops are
certain, not being subject to the changes
of extreme wet and dry seasons, as in the
case of lands dependent upon rain. Of
1,000.000,000 acres of land in the United

States about 6,000,000 are now under cul-
tivation by irrigation, and about 100,000,-
000 altogether can be rendered arable by
that method. Major Powell estimates
that the construction of reservoirs, canals
and oilier works necessary willcost at the
rate of $lO an acre. Assuming that 100,-
000,000 acres are to be redeemed in this
way, the cost will aggregate $1,000,000,-
000. When storage reservoirs and irri-
gating canals are completed vast water
powers willbe created, suitable for manu-
facturing purposes. These will exist at
points on canals higher up than those at
which waters are to be taken lor irriga-
tion. The government, Major Powell
says, should not be allowed tofurnish any
money for the completion of this great
system of works for the preservation of
the forests and parceling out of the water.
Many thousand men will be necessary,
and to put tbia matter inthe hands of the
government would be to build up a bu-
reaucracy and an army of officials. He
thought the government should only tar-
nish wise laws to control the operations
of this work. The people would natur-
allycombine by hydrographic basins, that
is, in the territory covered by a single
stream and its tributaries within a single
watershed. Courts should be established
to adjudicate upon all quertions arising
from this condition of affairs, though the
government itself should apportion the
water among the different states in each
district. Major Powell suggests that the
money forcarrying oat these great schemes
might be raised by the issuance of com-
munity bonds or other similar method.

IDetroit Girl iko Wes Serried to Ike
Seltee Telle Her Experience.

Among the passengers on the steamer
City of New York, which foundered a few
days ago, was Josephine Copelan, a
pretty Jewess, whose strange experience
on the continent was the subject of much
newspaper gossip a tow months ago.
Mias Copelsn was on her way borne to
Detroit, Mich., where she was formerly a
leader in Hebrew society, says the New
York Timet.

A reporter called on her at the Ameri-
can hotel a few days before her departure
for Detroit. Bbe to very pretty, and talked
merrily of her trip abroad.

"Yes," she replied to an interrogation,
"the storiea published in the American
papers about my experience in the Turk-
ish harem are ail true excepting in one
particular. For the first time in my rec-
ollection, there was an evident spirit not
to exaggerate.

The
same afternoon I was placed in charge
of one of the moat gorgeous chambers
in the palace. It was to be mine until 1
agreed to become one of the eultan?e
wives.
