Nay, haa It not happened that big-
hearted divines, busy about tbeir work of
plucking brands from tbe burning, have
taken time to wrangle bitterly over some
aspect ofdivine love itself?

But we fearlessly aflirm tbat intelligent
men were never yet known to quarrel
over tbeir pipes. Aye Nlcotins 1

Tbe pipe makes for peace between man
and man. And we fancy tbat the argu-
ment will apply from the individual to
tbe nation.

Asmoking people most, of necessity,
be more pacifically inclined tban one
wanting that restraining influence.

Tbe Northern Pacific sustained a heavy
but not altogether unexpected loss last
week, through a decision of the supreme
court of the United States, which in-
volved tbe title of millions of acrea ot
mineral landa within tbe limita of the
company's grant. It was the Bar ten
case, and removes a cloud that has done
much to keep back mining development
along the line of the road. The grant to
the company expressly excluded all min-
eral lands, but the company contended,
and its contention was anatained by the
lower courts, that the exemption only ap-
plied to such lands* as were known to
contain minerals at tbe time the grant

took effect. The decision just rendered
settles the question tor all times, and
the discovery at any time of precious
metals on land falling within tbe grant
removes tbat land from the coinpany'e
control and permits ita entry under the
mining laws.

The Tacoma .%>_•» is in. the hands of
the sheriff en judgment* aggregating
filteen thousand dollar*. Thia is a hard
year on newspapers, but it doesn't seem
to cool Ihe ardor of aome Yakima citi-
zens for establishing more. No matter
how well the field is filled there would
.be people who believe there is room for
"s long felt want" conducted according
to their peculiar ideas, but when it
comes to putting up the coin for mainte-
nance they may change their viewß. The
newspaper graveyards are numerous and
well filled

W. H. Redman refuses to shake dies,
draw cut* or otherwise gamble with W.
L. Jones for the office of mayor. He
claims to have been fsirly and squarely
elected; that the tally sheets so indicste,
and that the council on Monday evening
h«d no authority whatever for counting
the votea. The returns of tbe election
board, Mr. Redman maintains, wss the
evidence the council should bsve been
guided by, and then if the opposing can-
didate had any ground* for doubt there
are certain prescribed forms lor institut-
ing* contest wbich must be observed.

North Y'akima is in the peculiar pre-
dicament of having three mayors, two
elected by a tie and the third still hold-
ing oflice. •

George Donald, president of tbe Yaki-
ma National bank, received notice to-day
that be had been elected one of tbe
directors of the Portland, Vancouver A
Northern railroad at tbe meeting held in
Portland on Saturday laat. Tbe other
directors sre: W. 11. Schofield, John
McCrseken, George H. Durham, Col.
Charles F. Beebe, F. E. Thayer, R. L.
Durham and H. G. Piatt, of Portland,
and Charles Brown, of Vancouver. At a
meeting ot the stockholders resolutions
were adopted authorizing and instructing
tbe directors fo execute mortgage* snd
issue bonds tor raising money to build
the road. The executive committee was
instructed to make surveys, locate line,
make treaty with tbe Yakima Indian*
and secure an act of congress granting
the right-of-way through Ibe reservation.
The executive officer* chosen were: W.
H. Schofield, president; Col. John Me-

Cracken, vice-president, snd 11. G.
Plstt, secretary.

There ia a growing feeliug that Y'akima
haa about a sufficient number of acre* of
land devoted to hop*. This is not on ac-
count of overdoing the business, although
there is danger in that, but because of
tbe belief that we have all that we can
attend to. In Yakima county there are,
all told, 4,000 acres in hop*. Thit means
2,600 acre* ot old hop* and 1,400 ol this
year*. With the bops all matured, from
twelve to sixteen thousand picker* will be
required, and tbe question force* itself
upon us, where are they la be obtained?
As it is now we have to draw upon the
Sound country, Oregon, Idaho and British
Columbia. Next year from 4,200 to 5,600
additional pickers will be needed, and if
the acreage is still further increased there
ia serious danger that in some yards the

! bop* will hare lo rot upon the vines.
' Tn. H.kai.i, sound* thi*warning note,

and the Hop Growers' association and
those who propose to engage in the busi-
ness should carefully consider the ques-
tion id all ofits phase* and bearings. Thi
Herald does not want to pose as an
alarmist, but certainly there ia fo. d for
thought here.

The report tbat the English growers
are trying to get a tariff imposed on bop*
ha* somewhat atarted the American pro-
ducers. In this connection the Home-
tlead say*:

English growers are alarmed at the fact
tbat the United State* has exported to
that country during the paat seaaon near-
ly twice aa many hop* as during the pre-
vious year. Tbe English bop grower*
h*ve great feara of the competition from
Washington and Oregon.

A !ii-li tariff, each aa the English
growers deaire, would mean ruination
to the American industry. The actual
coat in Eugland, of the hop when ready
for the market ia 18 cent* and aa a reault
the American hop ia crowding the Britiah
grower out. Tbe danger ol a tariff
however ia nil, according to Mr William
Ker who says that the English hop grow-
er haa been asking for protection for the
paat two years, to his knowledge, and
probably imi.-h longer, but that Britian's
policy ia firmly fixed at free trade witb a
tariffon tea*, coffee*, liquor*, tobacco,*tc,
for revenue and nothing more, and that
with the well known Britiah tenacity ahe
ia going to stick to it.

Waterville, N. V., Timet: Tbe quality
of New York atate hopa, up to.within ihe
paat five years, always haa been coo-
sidered to be the beat produced in Ihe
United States,but the paat fiveyear* baa
seen the fariflc coast hop* take prefer-
ence, not alone with our home brewers,
but alao on the London market. Ia it be-
cauae the Pacific coast grower* have been
producing finer quality than in former
years, or haa the quality in New York
atate deteriorated? We have aeen the
cropa in tbe atate* of Oregon and Wash-
ington affected by vermin for the past
few year*, and yet thia seaaon hopa from
these state* have been (ought after, and
their cropa have been disposed of, while
New York state haa bad to take a back
seat and wait before being able lo move
many of ita lota.

Second—The question was not properly
submitted, in tbis: That only three mem-
bers of the council voted for theordinance
submitting it, whereas four members vot-
ing in favor thereof is necessary in order
to legally pass an ordinance under the
existing charter. Referred lo the city
attorney.

W L. Jones presented a communica-
tion calling the attention of the council to
tbe fact that one of the election officers of
precinct No. 3 had informed him that a
ballot cast for bim for maysr had been
rejected for the reason thst s nsme was
written on the back of tbe ballot, aod the
same was not counted. Mr. Jones claims
that the statute makes no provision tor
tbe rejection of a ballot on tbis ground,
snd thst tbe ballot ahould have been
counted, making tbe vote for mayor a
tie. He further claimed that three votes
were counted in precinct No. 3 for W. 11.
Redman that should have been rejected,
and asked a recount of tbe ballots in thst
precinct. The petition was granted. A
recount of the votes in precinct No. 3 wss
msde and the result waa brought out a
lie, as the council desired.

The usual batch of claim* agaimt the
city were allowed.
