ROMAN NOBLES DUPED.

Count Vlkiih, a Trusted Diplomatist, In .
aa I'gljCard Scandal.

French and Italian newspapers have
been referring mysteriously this week to
a new card scandal in Roma Tbe of- >

fender is Count Visone, son of a former
minister of the royal household and for
some time past secretary of the Italian
embassy in Berlin. He went to Rome
on is visit last week, and as usual spent
a good deal of time at the Nobles' club,
where play runs higb One evening the
count lost 15,000 francs and nonchal-
antly drew a check on hia Berlin bank-
ers for 25,000 francs, which he handed
to the olnb steward, saying:

"Pay 15,000 francs to theso gentle-
men and give me the difference."

This was done. The count paid sev-
eral other visits to the olnb, but the day '
before the check was duo back from
Berlin be vanished. It turned out tbat
his account at bis Berlin bankers
amounted exactly to 03 francs, and the
check was of oourse dishonored.

Tbe affair caused a great stir at the
foreign office, for Count Visone was a
trusted diplomat, who onlyrecently, for
over three months, acted as charge d'af-
faires at Berl'n. Baron Blanc, the for-
eign minister. Immediately dismissed

tho count from the diplomatio service,. and it is hoped that tho scandal will
soon be forgotten, but this is not like-
ly, bocauso it has been utilized as a
means of attacking tlie entire, system iv
accordance with which tho Italian dip-
lomatio service is filled with impecuni-
ous young sprigs ofnobility, whose fam-
ilies consider itbeneath their dignity tv
allow their sons to engage in commerce
or even to enter any government em-
ployment other than the diplomatic MTV

I 100 as secretaries of embassies and lega-
| tions. They of coarse havo entrance iv*
i to the highest society wherever they are
stationed, nnd as four out of fivoof them
aro inveterate gamblers the results are
disastrous and fruitful of scandals liku
that of Count Visona Tho matter ia oc-
cupying tho persoual attention of King
Humbert and may result iv some kind
ofactiou on his part with a view to put
ting a stop to high play among tho Ho-
man nobility.—London Lettor in New
York Son.

Deep Rea Thermometer.
The deep sea thermometer, as Invented

abroad and improved by officers of the |
United States navy, ia a marvelonsly iu-
genious and effective contrivance. It is 'in effect a self registering instrument, !
though not technically so called. The
thermometer is so arranged that it iaau-
tomatically turned upside down when
the machinery besrinstodraw it up from
the depth at which the temperature is to
be ascertained. Tho effect of the invert-
ing process is to break the column of
mercury, and a smail portion of tbe col-
umn remains in the upper end of tha
tube, exactly enough to measure the t-
perature at the moment of inversion.
The tube is graduated so as to read from ;

either end, and the quantity of mercury Sin the upper part of tho tube is bo small
that it does not respond to any but great
and sudden changes of temperature. It
thus happens that th*reading, when the
thermometer reaches the surface, is prac-
tically correct for tho temperature at the
point of inversion.—Kansas City Times. :
