HOPS.

[ncreoae in Beer Consumption anO
Decrease in Whiskey.

In 1850 there were raised in the
United States 3,497,000 pounds of
hops. In 190 C the pounds wore
65,295,000, Germany produced 64,-
--500,000 pounds In 1905, the United
Kingdom 77,945,000. America ex-
ported 13,026,000 pounds in 1905.
more than 90 per cent of which went
to the United Kingdom. The Brit-
ish beer-drinker, It appears, has a
less refined taste than his fellow of
the European continent. He does
not mi:H th.c flavor of the seeds
which come with some large Amer-
ican hops.

By improving the quality of our
crops we should, according to tht-
department of agriculture, In a re-
port by Eugene Merritt, be able to
reach profitably the Continental
market. Meanwhile we are Import-
ing as much as 10,000,000 pounds of
hops a year—these are the figures
for 1905—for use in certain fine
grades of beer.

New York once !<?d the hop grow-
ing states of America. In 1594 It
produced 25,000,000 pounds, but In
1906 this crop was cut In two. The
growers have had struggles with the
two great problems of hop raising,
which are, first, to keep the soil
mellow and well drained, and sec-
ond, to get enough help for the brief
ruch season of picking In August ami
September.

There are no records of the beer
production In the United States for
the years ISSI-65 Inclusive. In IS6I
the output was 6,207,400 barrels,

and the Increase to 54,,724,500 bar-
rels In 1905 shows the brewers ani
the hop-raisers running well togeth-
er. In America about one pound of
hops goes to a pound of beer. The
British like "that bitter taste" and
call for more hops tlian do the drink-
ers of any other large beer-brewin?
countries. Hops contribute to beer:

tnnnln. to eliminate albuminoids,
bop oil. imparting aroma; hop re^ln
a bitter preMrrmtlrc.

Government reports show con-
stantly in the United States a de-
crease lv the quantity of whiskey

drunk In a year and an Increase In
the amount of beer consumed. The

malt liquor sain in 1901 over 1904
was over a million barrels. Beer 's
held up, therefore, as one of the
gieat agents by which this country

is to be kept among the most tem-
perate latlons. It would seem that
even prohibitionists might hold a

i":isonatiie interest in the improve-
ment of the hop fioids of the land. —
New York World.

WORK DELAYED.

High Water Makes Gilligan & Co.
Ask for Moro Time.

On account of high water work has
been discontinued on the Gilllgan
sewer. The work will not be resum-
ed until next January when the water
is lower.

Work has been rushed with all
possible speed with a view of «om-
pletlng It before the rise of the water,

but there i 3still considerable to be
done. During last winter Contrac-
tor Dorrington employed about 50
men, and expects to put on about
the same number when work Is again
started. An extension of time has
been granted the company until Jan-
uary 1 by the city council.

May Build at Outlook.
The Northern Pacific railway has

practically promised to build a rail-
way depot at Outlook. A committee
of two was appointed by the Out-
look people to go to Tacoma and con-
fer with the railroad officials, and
they met with favorable results.
