Christmas Trade Uses Up Large
Stocks Much to the Surprise

of the Dealers

COLD WEATHER LIKELY
TO ADVANCE POTATOES

And Also to Give the Hay Holders
Some Opportunity to Sell at an
Advanced Figure If It Con-
tinues

One of the surprising things In con-
nection with the Christmas trade was

the manner In which the consumers

cleaned up the pultry supplies of the
various meat markets. This holds

true not only of North Yakima hut of

Spokane, Seattle, Tmeoms. and all the
large elties. It is pretty difficult to

figure "out Just what became of all the
turkeys, chickens, ducks and geese

that were on the market but appar-

ently they have all found an oven
and a table where they were appre-

ciated. What Is more it is pretty
generally felt thai the stocks held by

the growers have been cleaned up alsn.
There a feeling, along about
Thanksgiving time, that the supply'
was fnr in excels of the demand and
that the producers had outgrown the
market. There is at present .no indi-
cation that this is the case.

Hay and Potatoes

Hay and Potato men look with hope
On the fact that a streak of cold
weather has developed. If it is pro-
longed, as is predicted, it will have
the effect of advancing the price of
hay a dollar or so and of stiffening

the potato market which showed signs

of weakening. So far this year there
lias been no feeding of stock to amount

to anything and no weather of a kini
Inch would create a demand for

hay. Locally the price asked for po-
tatoes had got beyond what Seattle
and Tacoma would pay for consump-
tion with the result that trade nitf

slack. Now that more severe weather
lias resulted there are prospects of a
better state of affairs. The present
told wea,ther covers a very wide area,
extending well to the sutheastern
states and also Into California. Wheth-
er it has done any damage remains*
to be ascertained. There was snow
and cold in Seattle and Tacoma Sun-
day. The Seattle P. 1. says of. pota-

toes:

What Seattle Says

"Warehouse stocks are so large
that farmers find difficulty In market-
ing their potatoes here at any price.

Most holders of warehouse stock who
are letting their potatoes go, are dis-
posing of them .at lower pices than
commission m»n would have had to
pay for the same stock on track six

weeks or two months ago."
While there have been no changes

in price paid the producers on any of
the more important food articles, it
is certain that a slight advance will
take place with reference to meats, as
n higher figure is now demanded for
live stuff and an advance of half v
cent on cattle is probable.

TALKS ABOUT CAPONS

A Subject That Interests, the Poul-
try Raisers of Yakima

Valley

Poultry for profit is one that nat-

urally arises when poultrymsn meet,

and on that account is apropos at

the present, on the eve of the annual
meeting of the Yakima Poultryrnen's
association. There are many sides to

the poultry industry, and the one
who reaps the biggest rewards is the
one who watches and sees what
branch of the Industry pays best.

The following suggestion are from
<'hester L. Miller, manager of tha
Hillsdale ranch:

"Much has been said in regard to
egg raising for profit, but while rais-
ing pullets for eggs, it is necessary to
raise about the same number of
cockerels, which must be disposed of
in some way, so why not give the
consuming public something that is
toothsome, appetizing and juicky?
The capon gives all of these.

What Is a Capon?
"The capon is the unsexed male of

the chicken family. When one pays

SOOII cents per pound live weight,
he will be paying 40® 45 cents per
pound dressed for actual meat. When
he pays 20® 25 cents per pound live
weight for broilers or roasters he will
pay 50@60 cents per pound dressed,

for actual meat. Capons, when prop-

erly grown and fattened will weigh
from nine to fifteen pounds, and tha
more they weigh the more they bring.

A two-pound broiler will seldom ba
found fat even when fattened by a
butcher. Capons are very easily fat-
tened, as they will pick up the greater
part of their living and are not nearly

bo active as a cockerel,'therefore, ta-
king on fat very easily.

"The only thing left now to consid-
er is the operating on the young
birds. There are many instruments
on the market, but very few that will
perform the operation successfully.

Therefore, It is necessary to procure
a good set, one that will not allow
the average person to make very

many slips. A slip means only a cull
cockerel, while If the operator cuts
an artery, It means a dead bird. The
cut is made between the last two ribs,
and if made properly there is no
blood.

"It Is always best to use the larger
breeds, although a White Leghorn

dressed four pounds this year, age
eight months.

The capon, by many. Is considered
far superior for the table to any oth-
er table fowl and is sure to come into
its own here in this wonderful valley."

jmeeting of the association will be held
in (his city. Spokane Is out after the

jnext annual meeting and is going
strong to procure It but there Is con-
siderable sentiment in favor of this
part of the state by the west side
members and also considerable sup-
port for Yaklniß from Walla Walla,
Wenatchee and other fruit producing
districts.

Inspectors to flan I nn>|>">un

Immediately after the gathering at
Olarkston there is to be at Pullman
an Institute of the inspectors of the
state horticultural department under
Commissioner Huntley. They will de-
cide upon matters connected with the
state inspection service and as soon
thereafter as the weather permits
they Will take up their work of see-
ing that all trees are sprayed against

insect pests and fungus diseases.
"It might be Interesting to note

that the people of Washington
spend annually nearly JDOO.OOO in
spraying trees." said Mr. Huntley.
"We have, however, maintained such
a rigid inspection that we have re-
duced the need of excessive spraying
to such an extent as to cause a great
saving to orchardists and we expect
further greatly to reduce the annual
expenditure."

Mr. Huntley la working out a table
showing the cost of Bpraying each tree
in the' state. He says that the cost
will run from 15 cents to $2 and $3

a tree with an average of about 25
cents. The cost of spraying, however,

depends upon the size of the tree, its
variety and the extent to which it has
been ravaged by either insects or di-
sease peculiar to fruit-bearing trees

and shrubs.

PUGET SOUND TO HAVE
RED ALASKA SALMON

1,000,000 Fry, Hatched in North,
to Be Planted in Stream

Near Seattle

SEATTLE, Jan. I.—Federal offi-
cials attached to the United States
Bureau of Fsheries are now making
arrangements to bring from federal
fish hatcheries in Alaska approxi-
mately 1,000,000 salmon fry to Puget
Bound, where they will be released.
Such Is the information that has been
received by Seattle salmon packers
during the last few days. This will
be the first attempt, It Is said, ever
made in the history of the salmon In-
dustry to try to progagate red Alaska
salmon in Puget Sound waters.

Inasmuch as salmon fry always re-
turn in a few years to the place
where they were hatched, interest is
added to the experiment about to be
attempted by the government. Stu-
dents of the habits of salmon are won-
dering whether the salmon will return
to the stream into which they are
released by the federal officials as
desired, or will they seek the deep
waters of the I^kcific coast and re-
turn to the spawning grounds in
Alaska where they were hatched.
