Hints. for, tha Flower Garden

At thia season of; the, vear. when
your plants are growing rapjdly you
must not neglect to cultivate amd wa-
ter them thoroughly. A light sprink-
ling is no benefit for such plants as
cannas, perennial phlox and salvia.
Give it to them with the open end of
the hose, often, and lots of it

A covering of well decayed manure
as a mulch is very beneficial, both to
conserve moisture and as a fertilizer,
A little stimulant to encourage growth
in some of the backward plants
should be applied at this time.

Giants Emphasizes the Points

NEW YORK, Aug, 12.—Christy
Mathewson, famous pitcher of the
