independent Autopsy by Americans to Be Held
Over Body of Mrs. Ellen Gore.

PARIS, Nov. 24.?Consul General
Dowdy has appointed Dr. Magnien
Df the Paris American hospital. Dr.
Whitman of the Equitable Life In-
surance company of San Francisco
and Dr. Turner of New York, all of
whom are Americans, to conduct
the spseial autopsy over the body
of Mrs. Ellen Gore. It is a move en-
tirely independent of the French in-
vestigation and will be performed
this afternoon or tomorrow as soon
as permission is obtained from the
authorities.

The. American consulate will send
a special representative to the
preliminary examination of the
Russian, Rydzewskl, in whose com-

pany the unfortunate woman was
last seen.

The funeral Services will be held
at 2 o'clock tomorrow afternoon
from the American Episcopal
church.

Mrs. Gore has a brother who is a
train dispatcher at Republic, Wash.

The young woman, who was a mv.
sical student from San Francisco,
was found dying from a revolver
shot in Rydzewski's apartments in
Paris. Rydzewskl claimed it to be
the result of an accident while he
was in her company. His accounts
conflicted and he was taken into
custody, but the Parisians are
working up sentiment for him.

A RECORD CLIP.

Wool Production Increased by Nine
Million Pounds.

NEW YORK, Nov. 24.?Accord-
ing to the Annual Wool Review for
1902 juat issued there are 42,184,122
Bheep in the United States, exclus-
ive of lambs under one year old, and
the clip, exclusive of the pulled
wool during the last year, compris-
ed 274,341,031 pounds, as against
2(!5,r.02,328 pounds in 1901. This
shows an Increase of about 9,000,000
pounds.

The number of sheep reported a
year ago was 41,920,900. Tho only
states which show any consider-
able Increase in number of sheep
since 1901 are Kentucky, Montana
and Wyoming.

NORTH CAROLINA MAN ACCUSED OF MURDERING HIS SWEET-

HEART WILL HAVE ANOTHER CHANCE.

ELIZABETH CITY, N. C, Nov.
17.?Tho second trial of .lames 'Wil-
cox, once convicted of the murder
of his former sweetheart, Nellie
Cropsey, Is set for hearing in the
term of court which opens hero to-
day, and extraordinary interest is
shown in this remarkable case.

Wilcox, who is the son of ex-
Sheriff Thomas I. Wilcox of this
city, up till a year ago, had been
calling on Miss Nellie Cropsey, the
daughter of a well-to-do business
man, for the period of thro years
previous to that time. They were
devoted lovers.

On the night of Nov. 20, last year,
Wilcox called at the Cropsey home.
When he arrived the family was in
the sitting room, and another young
man. named Crawford, was there,
callitvg on Olivo Cropsey, Nellie's
sister.

About 9 o'clock the family, ex-
cept Carrie Cropsey, who was visit-
ing them from New York, retired.

At 1:30 Carrie went to her room,
leaving the two sisters and the two
young men.

GAMBLING IN EUROPE
IS ON THE INCREASE.

NEW CASINOS ARE BEING ERECTED AT NICE, CORFU AND

MANY OTHER POPULAR RESORTS.

NICE, Nov. 24.?Gambling on
the "red and black," at trente-et-
quarante and at baccarat, is more
popular than ever on the contiuent,
in spite of the strenuous efforts
that European governments have
been making recently to cheek it.

In Nice, it is true, such an outcry
is being raised by residents against

the opening of the gambling Casino
now being tlttud up here, that it
looks as if its promoters would have
to do a lot of ' conciliating" in or-
der to get a license.

That the magnificent Kursaal at
Ostend is prosperous is ovideut
from the fact that Its proprietors
have decided to keep open all win-
ter, In spite of the new law forbid-
ding gambling in Belgium.

The first scheme to build a pala-
tial gambling hall at Corfu was
held up In tho Greek legislature,
but a company which offered bet-
ter Inducements has Just received
a concession, and means to lose as
little time, as possible in turning
Corfu luto auothor Monaco.

Nice's new Casino Is being fur-
nished gorgeously, and it Is intend-
ed that baccarat shall be the chief
attraction, aud that women M well,

as men shall be allowed at the ta-
bles.

The. campaign against the new
Casino was started by the news-
liajiers of Nloe and the fight has
be*n taken vi> by all classes. The
projectors, however, hardly expect
to he disturbed, relying upon their
ability to bribe public officials,

At Monte Carlo, though the sea-
son haidly has opened, there has
been heavy play already, Baron do
Wlettnfchof, a German nobleman,
has succeeded in breaking the hank
twice in three days. He plunges
recklessly and pluys without a "gys
tern." ami with no regard whatever
for the maxims of gambling.

But the most remarkable stor>
that has come from .Monte Carlo in
years Is that of an Austrian einbe/.
zler, who came to Monaco and won
so heavily at the tables that he
soon could afford to restore his
stealings and make his former em-
ployers a peace offering besides.
He was a railroad official and the
amount with which he absconded
Was only $11"". On arriving at
Monte carlo lie promptly "tackled"
roulette, and soon had won f211,000.
Having done so he lot>t no time In
returning to his old employers the
embeszled $11"", n, which he added
,1140 as a salvo lor their feelings,
