HOW FRANK MUNSEY
" WRECKED A NEWSPAPER

NEW YORK, Aug. 31.—-Edward M.
Shephgrd., coynsel for Colonel Wil-
liam Brown, owner of 14,000 shares
of the New rorl News corporation,
has ured an injunction to prevent
the sali: at auction of the newspaper
advertised to take place today.

This step has brought to light the
story of the remarkable rapldity with
which Magaaine Magnate Frank A.
Munsey has wrocked a valuable news-
paper property, and wrecked it so
completely that there is little left
to sell except the mechanlical plant.

The News wag started years ago
as a Tenth ward newspaper for the
working class, It had no efrculation
among the middle and aristocratie
classes, but had an immense sale
among working men and women, to
whom it appealed editorially and in
a news way. It olaimed for years
the largest circulation in New York
hand its profits were over §$100,000
a year for many years., Secure in its
fleld, the flerce ecompetition of the
metropolitan papers never succeeded
fa invading its fleld or weakening its
helad.

When Proprietor Wood died the
paper was conducted for a brief
while by his widow, who sold her in-

terest two years ago to Munsey, who

announced with trumpets, that he
was going to make a newspaper of
ft, and ft was to be the pioneer of
a huge Munsey newspaper trust, with
a chain of papers throughout the
country. » :

His first step was to “improve”
its typographical appearance, do
away with its labor department, abol-
ish the black type, long a feature,
and make a “high class” paper out
of {t. Hearst's Evening Journal im-
mediately adopted the discarded feat-
urea and soon took away the old
patrong of the News, who did not llke
the change in policy and appearance,
and the News, with its old field taken
away, could not break Into the con-
servative fleld held by the other
papers.

Munsey's final and most fatal break
was changing the paper from an
avening sheet Into a morning news-
paper, which effectually alienated the
few remaining subscribers. Now the
paper, which made a net profit of
$72,000 the year before Munsey
bought it, and had $80,000 in ({ts
treasury, owes $295,000 and 1s to be
sold because the magazine man can
not afford to longer foot the losses.
With the News, the dreams Munsey
had of becoming a newspaper king
have vanished,
