SAN FRANCISCO, April 8.—Mrs.
Cordelia Botkin spent an almost sleep-
less night after the return of the jury
at 11:31 o'clock last night with a ver-
dict of guilty and an assessment of a
life sentence in the penitentiary for
the murder of Mrs. John P. Dunning,
of Dover, Del., by sending her poisoned
candy through the mails.

She slept hardly an hour throughout
the night, lying on the edge of the bed
in her cell staring into vacancy. When
sleep finally overcame her she was on
the verge of collapse.
