NO DIFFICULT TASK IF BOARD
OF CITY COMMISSIONERS
WILL ACT—CITY ENGINEER
SAYS WHAT SHOULD BE
DONE.

“There are three things which can
remedy the scarcity of water in Spo-
kane,” said City Engineer Gill this
morning. “With a little expense either
to the citizens or to the city the vast
amount of water now going to waste
can be utilized.

“The first thing to do, as Mayor
Boyd has stated, is to inspect the leak-
age in the mains. It is now up to
the board of public works to order
the petometers and set the men fto
work.

“The second remedy is to inspect
the h plumbing. There is no doubt
that at quantity. of water is going
to waste on account of faulty plum-
ing in dwellings: .

“The third remedy is lawn inspec-
tors. Several of these men should be
hired to keep a close watch on the
resident portion of the city. Anyone
found violating any rules of the de-
partment, sprinkling out of hours or
letting the water run at night, should
=e arrested and subjected to a heavy

ne.

“The cry going up for water meters
would immediately subside if these
remedies were carried out.”

START
FIRES
ODAY

The board of public works will make
@ thorough inspection of the Delcaric
erematory this afternoon. Ten tons of
garbage, night soil and manure will
be used to demonstrate the workings
of the plant. All the machinery has
been installed, and it was shown to
the board Friday that it was in good
working order. The crematory itself
has not been completely finished. Side
walls will be erectd and different ar-
gangements for dumping will be made,

The Delcarie company, according to
its contract with the city, will run
the crematory for a month at its own
expense. If at the end of the month
the board is satisfied the plan will be
turned over to the city.

The plant has a capacity of 40 tons
every 24 hours. If the plant proves a
success it will be a boon to the city
scavengers. Under the present regu-
Jations the scavengers have difficulty
in finding places to dump. Now all
hauling of garbage, dead horses, etc.,
will be taken to the crematory.
