Los Angeles.

All the racing men of the city now
have the topic uppermost in all con-
versations. There are a lot of horse
owners here who own animals now
running on the California tracks and
they to a man claim the outlook for
themselves and their horses was never
better inUny section of the west than
it is for the coming interstate fair
meet.

Manager t'osgrove of the fair is au-
thority for the statement that the har-
ness events will surpass anything in
the northwest, and while making that
statement he followed it up by saying
"and the running events will be better
than ever."

t'osgrove is an experienced fair man-
ager?in fact, one of the leading fair
men of the country?and if anyone is
in a position to know where tilings
stand it is he. He is pressing the race
meet more than it has ever been press-
ed before. He is making a feature of it
and. although at the same time paying
all the necessary attention to other
departments, he is making a plain
effort to make the racing a big attrac-
tion.

Track Is Paster.
Tlie grounds last year were good

and the track was considered by rac-
ing men to be fairly last in dry weath-
er. A new sort of loam and sand lias
been mixed and put over the old turf.
This covering has been tried on other
tracks under the expert management*
of t'osgrove and it always has proven a
success.

Horses
are expected to commence arriving in
numbers from now on, hut the runners
will hardly commence to arrive until
after the coast racing meets.

Spokane is to have an art exhibit in

May. The teachers of the Field, the
Holmes and the Grant public schools
have taken u;i the movement to raise
funds for pictures in their school build-
ings. It has been decided to have the
Horace K. Turner art exhibit brought
to Spokane. This collection' contains
copies of most of the greatest works
of the old masters. The collection
is in Rverett at present, where it is
being exhibited.

Owing to a ruling of the school board
the pupils or teachers of the city
schools arc forbidden lo sell tickets
to anything of this sort. They are
(lot allowed to hold an exhibit of this
sort under the name of the schools.
To meet the contingency the schools
have interested the ladies art league
of the city in the movement and these
ladies will hold the exhibit. The pro-
ceeds, however, will be divided be-
tween the three schools behind the
event.

The exhibit will open in one of the
downtown buildings on May 4 and will
close on the 7th. An admission of
10 cents will he charged.

Most of the schools in the city have
recently been decorating their school
rooms with pictures. The money for
these must come from some outside
enterprise such as the art exhibit.
The school board does not appropriate
any funds for the purpose. Over $50

worth of pictures were received by the
Field school yesterday. They are
beautiful copies of some of the choicest
works of art. They wore purchased
from the same people who will bring
the exhibit to the city.

well organized can make their dis-
pleasure so felt at the polls that
politicians and offloluls desirous of
continuing lv office can be forced to
heed reasonable requests.
