The farmers
nowadays has his city daily Just as regularly as the man In the city and
lie gets it only a little later. And if It be B live dally he will find in It much
that Is of int. rest concerning his own community.

But it is obvious that the city dally can not give a quarter column of
spare to an item to the effect that Mr. So-and-So of the Four Cross Roads
Is building a new store. Yet that news is Just as interesting to tin' people

cf the Four Cross Roads as is some city paper's news to city people that a

new department store Is to be opened In the retail district.
Both the city daily and the country weekly have their own separate fields

to flit The country weekly Mils \u25a0 most important place in the scheme
journalistic. It is its province to toll the happenings of its community.

These happenings may look funny in print to the editor of a city daily, but
it is not for him that the country weekly Is published.

And the country weekly Is not read In the "way back** reprlons alone,
cither. Many a city man takes time from large affairs to tear the brown
wrapper off the little weekly paper and forget the big world about him, and
the big city dullles, while be reads about the old folks down at home.

A city man who thinks only in millions might be supposed to be the
last in the world to find Interest In the fact that Miss Bessie, daughter of
Ben and Jane Snook, is married to John Jones. Hut human nature has
strange involutions. The city man and Ken Snook may have been boys
together; chums in many a youthful adventure, and Jam?then Jane Smith ?

may have been his first sweetheart.

Who can know all the reasons why many a City man likes to read over
and oyer the country weekly from his old home? It is enough that his own
heart knows.

The country editor's calling is not one which promises vast riches. Ho
must have devotion to his work, and, considering what he gets out of it, he
delivers a surprisingly high class of goods.

It is doubtful if the country editor always realizes just how great nn
influence he has and his opportunities. As a matter of fact, he is nearer
to the people to whom ha appeals than any other man who spreads black
Ink on white paper.

The men who make city dailies do not repose for a large portion of the
time on downy beds of case, but, after all, the editor of the country weekly-
has the hardest work to do of any man in the newspaper business. He is
generally bis own printers' foreman, press foreman, advertising manager,
collector, editor-in-chief and whole staff of reporters. When he has nothing

else to do he can kick oft hand bills or business cards. In such cases he. is
liis own power plant also.

The country editor may not Just exactly come up to the ideas of the
editor of a big city daily, but he suits his own subscribers, and even some

editors of city dailies know that that is the highest test.

Even with right-handed children the
movement is toward well-rounded, symmetrical development and in the di-
rection of Increased control and usefulness of the body.

It is a fact that every part of the body which is not exercised for many
generations becomes, through disuse, first inactive, then useless and finally
Superfluous. It atrophies and decays. In time, If we persist in the general

disuse of the left hand, we must become a one-armed race, at least scientists
say so.

Thus man, according to Darwin, has entirely lost the beautiful tall of
Ills ancestors. And though we aave all the necessary muscles for moving

the ears no one who ''!r> ,nit acquired this charming faculty in early child-
hood is able wiggle them.

.?--?» the same manner we have become so accustomed to using the right

hand and neglecting the left thata, unless modern pedagogy interferes,
humanity is in danger of losing Its left hand as it has lost its tail.

Psople who have made a close study into this curious subject declare
that the atrophy of the left arm has already made Itself clearly manifest
In infants. Right-handedness or left-handedness can be detected immediately
after birth, proving the tendency to be the result of physiological conditions
and hereditary.

Ambidexterity is, of course, the ideal attainment, for many more reasons

than one. The keenest mental activity Is as necessary to the skillful use
Cf both hands as the most exact knowledge of the smallest details of writing,
or drawing, and the moral of the whole matter is that In everything one
does, whether With the right or left band, mental exercise, the observing eye
and the tenacious purposes are ever the most Important things.

Bidwin Taylor of Ottumwa, the ne-
gro candidate for president of the
United States on the National Liberty
ticket, was one of 12 children who
lied witli their mother from Ten-
nessee to escape slavery. His father
was a slave and his mother free born.

When his mother died at Alton.
111., young Taylor was left a waif and
slept in dry goods boxes. Finally lie
drifted north and attended the Bap-
tist academy ut Beaver Dam, Wis.

Feeble health and an exhausted
pocketbook caused him b> leave

school within a year of graduating

and lie next worked for "Brick" Pom-
eroy in La Crosse as a reporter nnd
then as city editor.

He became editor of the I-a Crosse
Evening Star, gllning the distinction
Of being the only negro to edit a
paper with none hut white patrons.

He Rained distinction again as the
leader of the anti-Harrison move-
ment in the republican national con-
vention of JSft2, to which he was an
alternate delegnti>-nt-large from
lowa. The next campaign he was a

del -gate-at-large to the democratic
convention.

Thirty-six states were represented

in the comentton that chose him as

leader of the national liberty party

and the platform denounces the dem-
ocrats for disfranchising the negroes.

Questions Roosevelt's friendship for
the race, stands for unqualified en-
forcement of the constitution, favors
pensioning ex-slaves and freedom for
the Philippines.
