TO LEND HER THE MONEY BUT ATTEMPT-
ED A CRIMINAL ASSAULT.

THE CLOTHES WERE TORN FROM HER
BODY IN HIS ATTEMPT TO SATISFY HIS
ANIMAL NATURE.

One of the most horrible and re-
volting crimes that has ever taken
place in Spoknnq was reported to the
city police today.

Mrs, John Thorleen of E1704 De-
smet avenue was the victim of an at-
tempted criminal assault at the hands
of A. J. Page (white), a real estate
dealer and financial agent with offices
in the Galena block.

Mrs. Thorleen is an honest German

woman in rather straightened circum-
stances. She washes and does day
work to assist in keeping the wolf
from the door. Her husband has been
ill most of tHe time for three years
and she has faithfully stood by him
and helped In every way she was
able,

At present Mr. Thorleen s living
near Elmira, 146 miles from Spokane
on the Columbia river. He took up

a homestead in June and is proving
up on it so that they will have a
home later and the land will be a
sourcg of revenue to them. They
have two children, a bog, aged 11
years,, who is with his father and
who does all the housework in the
cabin while his parent attends to the
outside work. The little girl, 6 years
old, is at home with her mother, ill
of typhoid fever.

Mrs. Thorleen can not leave the
child and her only way of support
is her dally earnings, which are cut
off by the necessity of her attendance
upon the sick child.

The husband wrote and requested
his wife to raise $560 upon the home
on Desmet avenue which he must
have to apply as the homestead en-
trance fee,

She was advised by a lady friend
of A. J. Page to visit him, which she
did. Calling upon him at his office,
he invited her into his private apart-
ment., Mrs. Thorleen was tired and
unsuspectingly sat upon a large
couch. Mr. Page locked the outer
door and returned to the couch
with the honest German lady. The
scene that followed would appear
well in print. With a flendish pur-
pose he threw the helpless woman
back upon the couch and in her ef-
forts to prevent him from accom-
plishing his devilish design she has
injured her spine permanently and
suffered a nervous shock which medi-
cal aid has failed to relieve. Her
legs and body demonstrate the force
used by the white flend incarnate to

satisfy his animal greed.

Bruised and her clothing torn in
shreds, Mrs, Thorleen left his office.
Her nerves were in such a condition
that she realized very little that was
going on about her and was scarcely
able to tell how she got to her home
that evening.

Mrs. Thorleen is a hard-working
woman, very quiet and unassuming.
She is a woman who believes in mind-
ing her own business and allowing
everyone else to do likewise. The in-
sult she received from A. J. Page, a
prominent white citizen of Spokane,
is unheard of in this community.
With tears streaming down her face
and her body convulsed with sobs,
she related the story of the abuse
she was subjected to. Mrs. Thorleen
has a sweet, kind face, is of slight
figure and not strong physically.

Her assailant, A. J. Page, is a
physical brute, weighing about 200
pounds.

In the scufie Mr. Page lost his
watch, After Mrs. Thorleen returned
to her home she discovered it had
fallen down in her clothing and re-
mained near the waist liné, Until it
dropped from its hiding place she
knew nothing of its whereabouts. The
watch was turned over to the police.

Page's Story.

‘When seen this morning by a Press
representative Mr, Page said:

“I do not know Mrs. Thorleen. I
never heard of her. I never lost my
watch. No woman ever had it. The
police never had it. It is all a G—
d——a lle. Nothing to it. I am in-
nocent!"”
