matic appropriation bill now pending
in congress, Of course, the bulk of
the “bill” is devoted to provision for
the salaries of the American diplo-
matic anl consular representatives,
The aristocrats in this list are the
ambassadors to  France, Germany,
Great RBritain, Mexico and Russia,
each of whom gets a salary of $17,-
600. It looks like big pay, but they
say it barely sufficient to pay
house rent, They are all rich men
and the bulk of their expenses are
paid with money that they accumu-
lated before they became diplomats,
The big Kuropean powers are much
more liberal than the United States
in the salaries given their foreign
rvpr<-suntutivnu.. For instance, the
British ambassador to this country
receives a salary of $50,000, is al-
lowed $25,000 for entertainment and
is given free use of a furnished man-

sion owned by his government.
The bill provides $1000 for each
of 10 young American students at

the legation to China, whose duty it
is to study the language with a view
to becoming interpreters to the lega-
tions and consulates in China. For
the hiring of a steam launch for use

of the legation at Constantinople
there is appropriated $1800, and for
this government's share of the ex-

pense of a lighthouse on the coast of
Morocco $325. To meet the expense
of bringing home from foreign coun-
tries persons charged with crime
$7000.
