The
honor is the more appteciated by
me as I realize that some of your
number could have made a better
presiding officer than I.

"As your presiding officer, I will
be a member of two important
boards?the library and park. These
boards have come in for much pub-
lic criticism. As your representa-
tive on these boards I will try to
be governed by your rentiments."

On motion of Councilman Phil-
lips, N. S. Pratt was unanimously
chosen as president pr 0 tern. On
motion of Councilman Baldwin,
Charles A. Fleming was unanimous-
ly reelected as city clerk.
