W. McLaughlin,
Like, every other class of human

endeavor the pickpocket has ad-
vanced in his line of business. He
Is among the cleverest of crooks
today, and he is hard to deal with.
The only thing the police of a city
can do is to run the suspects out.
It is difficult to catch them with
the goods on, and I have found It
the better plan to harass them.

The other day an old-timo pick-
pocket came into my office with a
complaint that somebody had "lift-
ed" his WStch.

LA FOLLETTE LOOKS
GOOD TO TEDDY NOW

PRESIDENT THOUGHT WISCON-
SIN SENATOR TOO FIERCE
SIX MONTHS AGO, BUT LA
FOLETTE DID THINGS AND
NOW THEY'RE FRIENDS.

(Special to The Press.)

WASHINGTON, July 16?The
relations between Senator La Fol-
lette and President Roosevelt have
undergone a change since last De-
cember. The two are now quite
good friends. The change is in the
president.

When the Wisconsin senator ar-
rived In Washington six months
ago he found it a cool place in
more senses than one. But the
coolest place in Washington was
the vicinity of the White House.
The frigidity emanated directly
from Theo. Roosevelt.
' Lest anyone should be mistaken

on the subject, President Roosevelt
took steps to let it be known in an
authoritative way that he did not
propose to "travel in double har-
ness with La Folette." He em-
phasized this attitude by special
favor to Senator Spoouer, who was
jollied and made much of. The
i*riends of President Roosevelt
*new that the latter considered La
Follette as ?impracticable," too
radical," "theatrical," "indiscreet."
,1 What did La Folette do?

%4 Nothing. He did not pout and he
did not push. He went about the
business on which he had come,
and said nothing to anybody. The
prophets had predicted that he
would want to do a lot of talking in
the senate. He made one ex-
haustive speech on the rate bill
(tho only one which dealt intelli-
gibly with all phases of the sub-
ject) and then kept still.

Whenever he arose to propose or
urge a bill, he informed the senate
that he would suspend his remarks
at any point in favor of a roll call.
He did not wrangle with other sen-
ators. He did not He

did not make a spectacle of him-
self. Hemade the entire matter ab-
solutely impersonal, and his smile
was as persistent as his refusal to
quit.

He was so "practical" that he
could not be downed. He got more
general legislation than any single
member of the senate, and pre-
vented more.

Theo. Roosevelt intends to be
fair. He evidently discovered that
his mind had been poisoned against
La Follette by his enemies?insidi-
ously and maliciously poisoned. So
he changed his mind. The closing
days of congress saw La Follette
invited to the White House for pri-
vate conference. They are now on
excellent terms.
