governor and since devoted much t
energy to fighting the battles of.
the Mead faction of the party.

In the recent factional fight the
Ankeny faction was victorius and
thereby became a menace to

.Mead's power in the state. The
discharge of Mr. Kees, therefore,

has the appearance of a sacrifice
nn the part of the governor to plac-
ate the rising wrath of the Crocker
influence.

Mr. Kincaid is recognized as ow-
ing political allegiance to the
Crocker-Ankeny machine and his
appointment as warden of the peni-
tentiary looks like a further effort
to placate the wrath the machine
might otherwise feel towards the
governor.

The appointment of Mr. Piles as
a member of the board of control
was made without the knowledge

of Senator Piles and is an appoint-

ment of such a nature as to con-

stitute a political obligation toward

the governor on the part of the

Innlor senator.

WHAT TO EAT IN WINTER TIME
(This is the second article by Dr. l

Latson on "Common Sense Living

in the Winter Time.")

The temperature of the normal
body, summer and winter, is main-
tained at an even level?about 100
degrees. Now, In summer, when
the air is warm, this temperature
of the body is kept up more easily
than In winter when the cold air
fairly drags the heat out of the
body.

Body heat is produced just like
the heat of the steam engine?by
a process of burning. Only, while'
the steam engine burns coal, the'
body burns food.

This 1s why people need more
food in winter than In summer.
And. naturally, we find that na-

:ives In the tropic? eat little; while
he people who live in the frigid
'.one eat heavily.

Now. what is the best food in
winter? How much should we eat
»nd how often? The best food is
he simplest. For breakfast: Ce-

real ith cream: brown broad and
butter; a glass of milk; perhaps
some fruit; perhaps an egg beaten
ap in the milk.

For dinner: Beans or peas; bak-
ed or steamed potato, or boiled
rice or cereal; a simple salad;
fresh fruit; bread and butter. A
small quantity of meat may be
taken instead of peas or beans. A
glass of milk with the meal will do
no harm.

I eat two meals a day and advo-
cate but two.

of the common people what is done j
by the multitudinous lobbies main-!
tamed by the multitude of "special
interests." The lobby will under-
take to keep a little closer watch
on legislation and legislators than
has been possible in the past. The
work of making laws for 80,000,000
people is a complicated job. No
one man can keep tab on every-

thing. There are secret session of
committees which ought to be open
sessions. There are unrecorded
votes on vital matters which ought

to be recorded and reported to the
voters. There are important little
paragraphs buried iv the middle
of great tomes containing the an-
nual appropriation budgets. Things
