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ADMITS ORCHARD'S CRIMES
BUT BORAH ARGUES HE IS

TRUTHFUL NOW?CASE GOES
TO JURY TOMORROW FORE-

I (United Press Association.)

BOISE, July 26.?Three thousand
people besieged the courthouse this
morning to hear Borah's final argu-
ment for the prosecution. By order
of Judge Wood, only those for
whom scats could be found were
permitted to enter. Borah will fin-
ish tonight and the case will go to
the jury about 11 o'clock in the
mornin.

Borah is not evading any charges
made by the defense against Orch-
ard, hut admitting everything, he
claims that no matter what Orch-
ard did in the past he Is telling the
truth now. Borah lnsistes that
every witness called by the state
added to the chain of circumstances
linking Orchard and Haywood to-
gether.

"The crooked devious trail of this
arch-fiend," he declared, "leads 0.1-
--rectly from the blood-bespattered
ruins of the Independence depot;
from the shattered, broken gateway
in Caldwell, stained with the life
blood of one of Idaho's greatest
men, to the Denver offices of the
federation and to the very desks of
Moyer and Haywood."

Mrs. Belle Steunenberg, widow of
the murdered governor, had a seat
inside the rail for the first time.
She followed Borah's argument
closely.

"I call your attention to the fact
that the Steunenberg killing was
not. brought on by the mineowners,
nor were there any Plnkertons
mixed up in that killing," Borah
continued.

"1 care nothing about the Colora-
do mineowners, or her militia. Her
time will come when Colorado
awakens to the fact that there are
things higher than her mines and
mineowners; that these are its pa-
triotism, higher manhood and wom-
anhood.

"But the Steunenberg assassin-
ation has nothing to do with all
that. Orchard, as was his custom,
started from Denver to commit that
crime. This is proven by independ-
ent witnesses. Did he go then to
a farming community to mine or to
play cards with soldiers or call on
old friends?

"No; neither did he while there
perform any work, or do anything
but lounge about until the murder
was committed. The fact that he
let Marlon Moore take letters from
him to mail in Alaska, and that
Haywood wrote he was in Alaska
shewed how close Orchard was to
these men."

Borah said both sides would ad-

mlt Orchard a rascal, but no fool.
His story that he sold his Hercules
interest before the Coeur d'Alene
troubles, Borah held, was proven by
a deed filed.

Borah made a bitter personal at-
tack on former attorney general
Bngeley, of Colorado, declaring he
is untruthful.

MAYOR MOORE WILL NOT
SIGN REPEAL

"I cannot sign any repeal of the poolroom ordinance with-
out losing my self respect."

So declared Mayor Moore to a repiysentative of The Press
this afternoon. The mayor continued;:

"A man who would sign such a repeal should be ready to
write a letter of resignation and then<leave town.

"I cannot afford to abrogate my self respect and the respect
which the people bear for me.

"If the council passes an ordinance repealing the ordinance
it will be acting the 'Happy Hooligan."

The mayor used some very strong terms in his objection to
the action of the Interstate Fair association. For the past few
days he has been beseiged by business men and even those
known to be prominent in church circles whose business they
thought might be somewhat effected if betting on horse races
is not allowed.

The mayor has been surprised at such action, as pool sell-
ing is indusputably the worst known form of gambling. Yet
those interested in the fair, in the belief that it cannot succeed
without pool gambling, have beseeched him and practically
every man they have met to sign a petition asking that the
council repeal section 1 of the ordinance, making it inopera-
tive from Sept. 23 to Oct. 5, fair weeks.

Among these were John W. Graham, John R. Dodson and R.
J. Hurd.

A petition to the council In favor o{ the repeal was handed
to the mayor this morning and he was asked to sign it. On it
were the names of practically every prominent business man
in the city. Notwithstand the strong influence thus brought
to bear, the mayor, standing for right and principle and the
honor of himself and his executive office, flatly refused to at-
tach his signature.

With the mayor taking the stand he has, it is safe to predict
that the council will not pass the repeal. Several of the coun-
cilmen have gone on record as In favor of the repeal.

The amended ordinance has passed swiftly through 2 read-
ings and is up for discussion next Tuesday evening.

UNION EMPLOYES ARE
CROWED OUI OF JOBS

The fight between the local
Laundry Workers' union and the
Laundrymen's association was
forced to a walkout of the union
members employed at the Eastern
laundry this noon. The manage-
ment had previously declared for
an "open shop" and today 9 non-
union employes of the Washington
laundry, which burned yesterday,
were put to work in the Eastern.
The Washington work was also
brought in.

Under the rules of their organiza-
tion the union workers could not
continue with nonunion - employes
nor do nonunion work. At noon
the uion voted on a proposition to
quit unless the nonunion employes
were dismissed.

The entire union membership,
numbering 11 women and girls and
5 men, voted unanimously to quit
If the request was refused. Assur-
ance from the management that
the association would furnish 5
workers at once to take their
places did not influence them in the
least. When their terms were re-
jected they went home.

Although E. T. Taylor and Geo.
Clason, who are in charge of the
Eastern, had set Saturday as the
day for deciding the question of an
"open shop" they stated today that
the union contract they signed a
few weeks ago would be abrogated
at once and the walkout followed.
Arrangements had already been
made to mi the places through the
association from employes thrown
out of work by the Are yesterday.

Since its organization a few
months ago the' Laundry Workers'
union had established a 9-hour day
and secured a considerably higher
wage scale than that paid tbe em-
ployes of the association concerns.
They prospered until the Eastern
laundry changed hands, and today's
developments confirm the theory
that the trust has secured control
of the place.

Although the union workers are
blacklisted and can hope for no
employment in the other local
laundries they are confident of be-
ing back at work in a short time in
a union co-operative laundry which
organized labor is now busy pro-
moting. A committee from the
Central Labor union and another
from the Structural Building
Trades alliance are busy on the
proposition with every prospect of
speedily assembling the necessary

means and material to build a laun-
dry big enough to handle all the
union work in town. Money will be
raised by stock subscriptions, to
which a number have already sub-
scribed.

One of the reasons given by the
Eastern management today for de-
claring for the "open shop" was
'thatlthe commercial interests of
the Tity would not patronize the
placej otherwise and that it was im-
possible to get coal and supplies.

Tbjk former management, how-
ever;.' experienced no such difficulty.
Today's trouble simply changes the
Eastern into the Washington laun-
dry and for the time being the trust
has -unhorsed the union.

DENIED RIGHT TO WORK
FOR LIVING IN SPOKANE

Master Plumbers' Combine Waging Relentless
War on Independents.

The Journeymen plumbers' union
has long been the target of the
critic of union labor and the butt
of the sorry jokesmith. So often
has the man who wields the pipe
wrench for a living been depicted
as the tyrant of wage and working
conditions that timid folks get
nervous when he is busy in the
basement. He might decide to fore-
close on the property and carry it
off for his pay.

Yes, there has been plenty and
to spare about the plumber, but
little has been heard of his em-
ployer, the master plumber. The
master plumber is the man that
tells you just how much it will cost
to fit your house with the fixtures
modern improvement demand. Per-
sonally he is generally a good fel-
low and good citizen, but his or-
ganization is about the worst sort

of industrial hold-up you are likely
to encounter in this highly excit-
ing age of trust-busting or getting
trust-busted.

As an instance, take the Master
Plumbers' association of Spokane.
Here is an organization strong
enough to experience a resurrec-
tion from perpetual injunction is-
sued by the superior court. When
an attempt was made by the few
independents now struggling for a
living here to invoke this injunc-
tion process again it was the at-
tempt, not the association, that
died. Death visited the complaint
even after it had been filed, and
nothing more has been heard of it.

Instead of suffering any by liti-
gation successful enough to war-
rant the issuance of an injunction,
the master plumbers' combine has
thrived to such an extent that it
now has its secretary, B. V. Lam-
bert, stationed in the city council
as a member from the Third ward.
In natural consequence Steve John-
son, the master's recent presi-
dent, is city sewer inspector. His
predecessor, Ethan Allen, was dis-
missed and Johnson named through
Councilman Lambert, for after
agreeing to dispose of Allen the
council refused to name a successor
until Lambert returned from a
short absence and designated who
should have the place.

By this arrangement Lambert is,
if so inclined, able to serve his or-
ganization most effectively in mat-
ters concerned with civic legisla-
tion, something combines in re-
straint of trade are frequently in
need of, and with a member of
the same combine as his right
hand man in the position of in-
spector it Is not difficult to imagine
what the combination can do to
the few independent plumbers de-
pendent upon city inspection for
the stamp of approval on their
work. The simple pretext of mak-
ing a plumber tear out his work
and do it over on a slight tech-
nicality that would not be notice-
able in the work of a plumber who
is "right" in the eyes of the asso-
ciation would come natural and
easy.

Johnson was president of the as-
sociation until his appointment as
Inspector. His successor has not
yet been regularly elected.

It is justice to Johnson to ex-
plain that nothing so bad as this
has yet been charged to him. Sev-
eral independents, there are only
4 in the whole city, complain that
he has bothered them by failing to

make prompt inspections and in-
sisting on the strictest letter of the
law in judging their work, but
there is notning in the latter propo-
sition that any property owner will
find fault with if the policy is ap-
plied without discrimination. For
in the event that it is so applied
the city will be safeguarded where
extreme vigilance is most neces-
sary to public health and comfort.

Whether Johnson could be con-
sidered exactly competent to of-
ficially pass on the work of his own
shop is another question, but the
supposition is open that profession-
al pride would induce him to do
his duty if other considerations
were outweighed by personal inter-
est. However, the appointment
leaves that important matter to his
own discretion.

But the worst feature of the
master plumbers' relentless fight
against independents, competent
workmen it has marked for de-

struction in a business way and
some of whom it would not admit
into the organization under any cir-
cumstances, is the undisputed dis-
crimination practiced against the
victims through supply houses. By
reason of the association's in-
fluence such a firm as Holly, Ma-
son, Marks Co. openly refuses to
sell supplies to an Independent for
use in the city <»t any price.

Crane Co., another big local sup-
ply house, denies that It discrimin-
ates in favor of the association, but
the independents claim they can
prove that such is not the case.

In scattered instances where
supplies are obtainable here ex-
cessive prices have been charged
the Independents, in at least 1 in-
stance on the understanding that if
the purchaser were permitted to
join the association the overcharge
would be refunded to him. An-
other dealer even tried the expe-
dient of leaving goods he sold an
Independent at a designated place
where the purchaser could come
after night and steal them away
without being seen, so fearful was
he of the master plumbers' organi-
zation.

In addition to this a constant
campaign of "knocking" has been
carried on against the indepen-
dents, members of the association
going so far as to make personal
eorts to discredit independent
plumbers after they had secured
contracts by attacking their ability
and integrity.

In articles to follow this The
Press will go Into the plumbing:
war In detail and show that be-
cause of the illegal trade discrim-
ination thousands of dollars are be-
ing sent to Seattle supply houses
for goods that are on sale here,
but cannot be purchased except by
members of the association. Also
that the association is partly re-
sponsible for arbitrary and ex-
horbitant increases in the cost ot
plumbing.

The recital reveals a course of
industrial Bavagry that no labor
union has equaled. It is a hunt to
the death with organized employ-
ers backed by powerful mercantile
interests In hot pursuit of the few
who have incurred the association's
displeasure and against whom ban-
ishment from business has been
decreed.
