however, another matter. That our
grafting express companies do not
do much foreign business is the
main reason.

Now, if you lived in Kngland.
Germany. Australia, or Japan, you
might send a parcel weighing four
pounds six ounces, at 12 cents a
pound to any place in the United
States, and you can now send the
same package at same price to any-
one of those countries.

Hut If you wanted to send a par-
cel, from anywhere in the United
States to any other place in the
I'nited States you would pay Hi
cents a pound.

And again, a Central American
Day send an 11-pound package to
the I'nited States, and have it car-
ried all the way from Xew York to

.Chicago, for 12 cents a pound. Hut
n person in Washington could not
get Uncle Sam to carry an 11-
--pound parcel even to Baltimore at
Sjhy price. There are express com-
panies who carry 11-pound pack-
ages from Washington to Haiti-
more, you know.

If yon really insist upon sending
it by mail you must divide it into
three parcels of four pounds or less
and pay lfi cents a pound. Should
it be merchandise not divisible
into three parcels, send it by ox-
press and pay tribute to the graft-
ers.

Now, the strangest tiling of it all
is that the United States is making
money on its foreign parcels post
business, oven at 12 cents a pound.
Judging from postal reports there
