That the
triumph of socialism will lead to anarchism, they deny, of
course.

On the same day, another Utterance pregnant with mean-
ing for us all was given to the press by E. 11. Gary, head of
the steel trust.

He was explaining the fact that the trust is about to
increase its dividends. "We have had some successful
years of business," said he. "We have put a lot of money
into productive betterments. There is no reason why our
stockholders should not profit by these things. We have
obeyed the law. We have pursued the policy of publicity.
It is well for the nation that we have not been put out of
business. Ifwe were put out of business, the United States
would go out of business."

If.ludge Gary has been correctly quoted, the chance re-
mark shows how close to fulfilment Kellogg's prophecy al-
ready is?how nearly the giants are to having all the busi-
ness of the country in their grip.

Over E. H. Harriman's bedside the
treaty of peace was signed between the Morgan and Rocke-
feller groups. The war of the giants is over. When Gary
speaks, he speaks for them all.
