Following is A. W. Poland's re-
ply to B. 1- Cordon, whose letter
?was published yesterday:
B. L. Gordon. Esq.. Spokane. \\ ash.

Hear sir: Your open letter to me
published in Sunday mornings
Spokesman-Review and The Press
(a copy ot which you probably ne-
glected to mail met. has been
brought to my attention.

Your questions impute to me mo-
tives and the possession of knowl-
edge of which 1 am innocent and j
ignorant. I have read your letter
more in sorrow than in anger, feel-
ing sure that if the party who
wrote it for your signature had al-
lowed >ou sufficient time for delib-
eration, you would not have per-
mitted yourself to become sponsor
for this unworthy attack upon me.
The publication of this attack sav-
ors too much of the mud-slinging
methods of a partisan political
campaign. My business or person-
ality has nothing to do with the
issue Involved, and when your prin-
cipals, through you. attack my busi-
ness and me, they and you are
seeking to divert attention from
the main question. I am but one
of fifteen thousand citizens, over
ten thousand of them voters, who
are urging the city council to
change its position on the fran-
chise question, and even if it were
possible for you to discredit me.
you would be unable to discredit
the other thousands who stand
where I stand. To succeed you
will have to discredit the whole
community. Now as to your ques-
tions.

One answer will suffice for the
first four. The business that I rep-
resent has no rate other than that
possessed by the drug trade gen-
erally in the Inland Empire, includ-
ing western Montana, Idaho, Utah
and eastern Oregon. The rate Is
open and is published in the com-
modity tariffs applying to Spokane
and this entire section of the coun-
try, and is approved by the Inter-
state Commerce Commission. This
rate c an be used by any one ship-
ping goods in the quantities pro-
scribed by this tariff. Whether or
not this rate is a favorable one,
you are wrong in your statement
that it was given entirely by the
O. R & N. company. Ip to six or
seven years ago the drug trade in
this section had no mixed carload
rate at all. At that time I was giv-
ing the Great Northern i-ailroad
company a considerable share of
my shipments, and on urging them
for a carload rate with the privi-
lege of assortment as given the Pa-
cific i oast jobbers, they assured me
that if I could get the consent of
the O. R. & N. and other roads,
they would give their consent. It
took several months to secure the
consent of all the roads doing uusi-

ness in this section, and the rate
was not put on until all three of
the transcontinental lines at that
time doing business gave their con-
sent. The O. R. & N. did not put
th rate into effect itself; in fact,
would not until the other roads had
given their consent. This instance
established the fact so often urged
that no one of these roads would
Independently put into effect any
change in carload freight rates.
Tnis occurred prior to the date
which you mention in your letter.

Now. as the rate per hundred
which you alleged 1 obtained from
the Harriman lines. Prior to the
so-called boycott instituted by the
Spokane merchants against the Hill
lines, the .iyokane Drug Co. was
paying a rate of $1.90 to Spokane
on carload lots on drugs. Our com-
petitors on the coast were paying
11.40, a difference against us of
nearly 40 per cent. As the result of
that boycott our rate was advanced
to $2.12. Against this we protested,
urging that we should not be penal-
ized for our efforts in standing with
the Spokane jobbers, and after a
great deal of negotiation the rail-
roads consented to restore the old
rate of $1.90. Soon after the rate

hundred, and has stood at that fig-
ure ever since: that is, for the last
four years, and consequently we are
now paying 10 cents a hundred
more in carload lots and have paid
i' for four years than we were pay-
ing some six or seven years ago.
This amounts to quite a consider-
able tax on us for our efforts in try-
ing to get better freight rates for
S|Kikane jobbers After the grant-
ing of the carload rate, I distributed
my business among all of the rail-
roads, and 1 am free to admit that I
am today giving more of my ship-
ments to the O. R. d N. than to
any other one line, but I am not
giving that line the grenter portion
of my shipments. My shipments on
the Northern Pacific have increased
since the graining of that rate.

As to question 6, will say that Mr.
Stubbs never having given me any
such assurance. I could not and did

not make the statement you attrib-
ute to me.

As to question 6, no such agree-
ment existing, no answer is called
for.

Answering question 7. I will say
there being no drug jobber in this
city other than the Spokane Drug
Co.. there Is no competitor in this
city in our line with whom a com-
parison can be made, but we have
no freight tariff or concession that
is not open to any firm anj where
in the Inland Empire country' ship-
ping goods in like quantities. Lew-
iston, Salt Lake. Missoula. Haker
City. Helena and other inland dis-
tributing points possess every ad-
vantage that we have.

I answer question 8 in the nega-
tive. The Spokane Dry Goods Co.
and John W. Graham & Co., espe-
cially, and I might mention others,
cover the same territory that tho
Spokane Drug Co. covers.

The matron, Mrs. Catherine Mc-
Kay, has resigned and is packing
her belongings and incidentally is
saying a few harsh things about
the Rev. Covington.

Mrs. McKay has been the ma-
tron of the home for five years and
has worked hard and faithfully for
the care of the organs in her keep-
ing. She has not approved of the
manner in which Rev. Covington
has conducted the business for
some time, but the open rupture
did not come until a week ago to-
day, when she crossed swords with
Covington in the superior court in
the Morgan case, in which Coving-
ton tried to have the court give the
possession of a 5-year-old girl to
the father, after Mrs. McKay pro-
tested that the mother should have
it on the grounds of moral fitness.

"I have done everything in my
power to run this place honestly
and see that the children got the
attention which they deserved,"
said Mrs. McKay today, "but I have
now ceased to try. Covington owes
me between $200 and 1300, which I
have placed in a lawyer's hands for
collection, and I propose to shield
his game no longer.

"When a man poses as a minister
of the gospel and consents to the
placing of a child for adoption in a
saloon it is time to call a turn.
When Covington testified in court
that Morgan ought to have that lit-
tle girl last week, after what 1 told
him about what I had learned as
to the manner in which the father
had abused the child, it ma'cje me
sick, so I quit. That poor mother
is crying her eyes out and should
have the child, but the court still
leaves it with Covington.

Covington is in this business for
the money there is in it and in the
five years I have been with him he
has bought a home and a fruit faun
that I know of, while 1 have been
left to feed the children and hold
the sack. I was told that enough
boarders would come in addition lo
the children secured by Covington
to compensate me for my trouble.
The boarders have come and there
.s $liioo due me for this class of
service. I had to look after the
collection from the boarders and
stand the loss when they refused to
pay, but when any fees came in
from plaiting the boarders in a fam-
ily for adoption it went to Coving-
ton and not to me.

"Covington had the people do
nate stuff to him for the orphans
and he then sold this to me. A
year ago he made me buy about :S0
boxes of apples, one-half of which
I had to dump into the river. An-
other time I bad to pay $16 for a
bunch of stuff some family sent in,
which Covington forced me to use."
