T. R? AT CHRISM, TALKS PEACE AND WAR

NEW YORK, May s.?District

Attorney Whitman's entire staff is
today preparing raids on stockades
where "white slaves" are kept on
exhibition for purchasers.

That these stockades exist, where
women are kept to be sold to keep-
ers of resorts, is part of the start-
ing revelations made by Harry
tevinson, confessed white slaver.

Three men and three women have
been named as keepers of the stock-
ades mid Levlnson has furnished
the district attorney with specific
Information as to their location
?ttd the manner in which the
Stockades are operated.

A number of arrests have been
planned, and before night it is ex-

pected that the machinery of the
district attorney's office will have
been put in motion and that the
raids will be under way.

Edward Carpel, Levinson's at-
torney, admits that his client has
not yet told all he knows about the
traffic.

The arrests planned when the
full story has been told will Include
not only (he men and women en-
gaged in the sale of young girls for
immoral purposes, hut will also

take in the "higher ups," who have
furnished the money to carry on
the slave trade.

"The story of white slavery
reeks with the filth of the under-
world," said Carpel.

"Levlnson is one of the rats. He
is a victim of the unholy Rystem.

"Levinson's confession has shown
that New York is a great clearing

house from which immature, Inno-
cent girls are sent to houses of
prostitution throughout the coun-
try. These girls are sold from
stockades run by women financial-
ly backed by men. They are sold
as so many cattle and are delivered
as such."

Carpel said the method of pro-
curing girls is terribly efficient be-
cause it is so simple.

Gorgeously gowned women fre-
quent moving picture shows and
cheap theaters, select pretty girls
of evident poverty and make ac-
quaintance with them. Such a
girl, he said, is flattered by the
attention of the "grand lady," who
invites iter victim to visit her pal-
atial home.

The girl is told she can easily be-
come a grand lady herself. The
girls, once in the power of the pro-
curer, are sold and shipped.

LET'S HEAR FROM
WOMEN WHO OPPOSE

NEW YORK, May s.?lnstructing

their lieutenants to sell resorts for
whatever they can get, white
slavers are scurrying for covevr to-
day. Most of the leaders in the
traffic, It Is alleged, have escaped.
Some of them have gone to Europe,
some to Canada, and some to South
America, according to information
which has come to District Attor-
ney Whitman.

The police are blamed for the es-
cape. It is said that the officers, j
not realizing the opportunity to;
round up the slavers and crush the i
traffic, failed to close the avenues
of escape until it was too late to
stop the frightened slavers.

Today detectives returned six
warrants on information furnished
by Levlnson and informed the dis-
trict attorney that the persons
wanted had fled.

The district attorney realizing
that if the crusade is to be effective
the other dealers in women must be j
apprehended at once, is urging his i
force to make the arrests as quick-
ly as possible.

Two prominent suffraget leaders
expressed themselves on the mat-
ter today as follows:

Mrs. D. C. Coates:
"Women should have the ballot

because they have as much inter-
est as men in controlling the gov-
ernment. Women are taxed as
heavily, and therefore should have
a voice and be an actor in real
life, instead of a spectator."

Mrs. L. M. House:
"Government is made by the voice

or vote of the people. Men and
women, being the 'people,' and
having to abide by the rules of gov-
ernment, should have equal voice ob
vote in the making; of its rules.

"The women of today are taking
their places side by side with men
in the field of industry. They are
owning and controlling capital.
Much more of our legislation is af«
fecting or grows out of industry
than any other one cause; therefor©
the people, be they man or woman,
should have a voice or vote in the)
rules that control the means by
which they live. Women are told
they should not vote because they
could not be a soldier and go to
war. The time is passed when even
a man is judged by the number ot
scalps which hang from his belt.
Women are told also that all do not
want the vote. 'Wait till you all
clamor for it, then I will give It
unto you.' man chldingly says. All
do not care for music. Yet, would
we deprive those who love it and
make the world better by being
given the privilege. All do not care
for education. Yet, would we take
away the influence of those who do
persevere along different lines of
education and make this a better
and safer world. All do not care
for art or sculpture. Yet, who would
dare say, 'All do not care for It.
Take it away; let no one enjoy Its
refining influence.'

"Therefore, because so many
women lack the energy or interest
they should have In government
(the most vital of any of our institu-
tions) would it be right or just or
fair to withhold from those who
would and are putting forth their
best efforts to make this world ot
jsurs a better place to live in."
