"LET THE WOMEN DO THE WORK"

Ths wild and woolly west, that

Is whet they all carl it, yet we
Westerners who live in the cities
surrounded by local skyscrapers
little realize the wild and unculti-
vated country which surrounds us.
These are the reservations, thickly
settled by the Indians, the red men,
the first real Americans.

If you travel 40 or 50 miles down
the river you will find pitched on
the banks of the running water
the wigwams of the Indians who
during the summer months forsake
the Interior of the reservation and
seek a cool, comfortable camp in
some shady nook.

They are not ignorant, as we
might Imagine, but many, especial-
ly the younger Indians, have taken;
advantage of the mission schools
located In more remote parts of
the valleys and have become edu-
cated enough to read and write in-
telligently and they seem very de-
sirous of imitating the white man.
or pale face as they call us. They
are very shrewd when it comes to
money.

One old Indian known by the
campers for miles around is blind,
yet he can count money and no
one could, if they would, pass him
any counterfeit money.

While some of the Indians seek
employment of the farmers and
campers the majority of them be-
lieve in the policy. "Let the women
do the work." and they lay around
in the tents and wigwams and care
for the papooses while the squaws
wash and iron all day for the

One evening a party of white
people strolled over to the camps.
The air was still and qtdet and
the clouds of dusk were gathering.
As we approached a tent we heard
strains of weird Indian music. We
listened a moment and then moved
toward the entrance and peered in.
Three Indians were stretched out
on blankets on the floor, evidently
taking life easy, while in one cor-
ner on an old box, the only stick
of furniture in the tent, sat Bill,
an old Indian playing on a fiddle.

He smiled at us through the
twilight and then began playing
"Red Wing." Although he made
several mistakes, by which you
could tell he was playing by ear,
it seemed that "Red Wing" was
never so realistic before and when
we applauded him he semed de-
lighted and he started to play "Let
the Women Do the Work." When
asked where he learned the tune,
he said, "Oh, I caught it down on
the river."

With a "so-long, come again,"
from the old Indian, we departed.
