Albertson's regular position is
left field. When playing he discards
the artificial leg he has, and carries
his crutch into the field with him.

As quickly as a ball is
ihlt into his field Albertson seizes
the cratch and hops after it. His,
hops get him over the ground faster |
than an ordinary runner, and when |
he sets himself for the ball, he lets
i the crutch drop to the ground.
