SPRINGFIELD, Mass., July 4.—
Believing that the descendants of
founders of the nation, revolution-
ary heroes and men who have done
distYnguished service to the nation
should be honored with titles of
nobility. Dr. John P. Russell of,
Springfield, Mass.,, a relative of
President Adams, Daniel Webster,'
and Gov. Van Ness, has asked Sen-
ator Henry Cabet Lodge to intro-'
duce a measure in congress to
amend the constitution so that the
provisions preventing the govern-
ment from granting titles of nobil-
ity may be repealed. He has also
written to the governors of all the
states asking them to request their
state Jegislature to petition con-
gress to the same effect.

Dr. Russell has been a practicing
physician in Springfield for many
vears, and his family is a very old
and aristocrati one.

“The aliens that are flocking to
our shores,” he says, “are not suffi-
ciently impressed with the ideals of
the American republic, and we
alone are to blame for this. The
names of Washington, Ethan Allen,
Nathan Hale and Lincoln have no
gpecial significance to them. Their
respect for these great heroes and
statesmen is not further enhanced
when they see that the descendants
of th great men of the country are
